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·  Cults Outside the Polis: A Case Study of the Caves on Paros and 
Antiparos

Although caves have received considerable attention as human dwellings and 
places of burial, only recently have scholars started paying attention to them as sites 
in which cults took place.  Since they fall outside the control of the polis, caves used 
for ritual have rarely been associated with architectural structures that signal cult 
activity. It is thus extremely difficult to reconstruct the cults celebrated in them. In 
this paper I aim to illuminate the study of such cults through a case study of two 
Cycladic caves  (on the islands of Antiparos and Paros). To do so, I will apply new 
theories on cave archaeology. In the first part, I will focus on a cave on Antiparos 
where the cult of Artemis was practiced, paying special attention to those of its 
natural features (e.g. water pond, stalactites, and stalagmites, difficulty of access, etc.) 
that are of paramount importance to the perception of caves as sacral sites. In doing 
so, I will consider how these natural elements impacted sensorial experience and 
contributed to the ritual experience. I will also take into account the initiatory aspects 
of the veneration of Artemis at the cave and thus shed more light on this facet of her 
cult. In addition, I will compare this cult to that celebrated at the cave of 
Pholegandros, where similar rituals seem to have been performed. In the second part 
of the paper, I will deal with the cave of Eileithyia on Paros, where marble plaques 
with representation of limbs were dedicated to the goddess. I will compare these to 
the clay limbs dedicated at other Cycladic sanctuaries and consider the possible links 
between them and rituals in which magic was implicated. Finally, I will demonstrate 
how these two sites in the Cyclades point to the rich variety of rituals practiced in 
caves.

The Cyclades in Greek art 

 
With one or two doubtful exceptions, the Cyclades were not painted by Greek artists 

before the 20th century and the subsequently greater interest may be partly due to 
improvements in communications.  

Unsurprisingly, painters with native or adopted connections with the islands have been 
particularly fond of depicting them, while the number of works entitled simply ‘Kikladh!tiko’ 
show how the Cyclades have gradually come to typify Greece in the popular imagination. 

Subjects are most often topographical. Boats are commonly included (brought up to date 
with Prekas’ Tankers) but the people shown are often merely tokens. One or two artists 
populate their works with figures which give a fuller picture of island life. Amongst these 
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may perhaps be included Gyzis and the elder Lytras whose genre paintings could be derived 
from their own Cycladic backgrounds and experiences. 

Styles are mostly naturalistic, though in varying degrees, and there are some marked 
exceptions. 

The phrase ‘The Cyclades in Greek art’ reminds us of their appearance in other media, 
including music and poetry, most strikingly in the Axion Esti. The tones of Elytes’ poem are 
most closely represented in painting by the summer environment and strong contrasts in 
works of the younger Lytras.

·  The Phylakopi excavation archive: reinterpreting the excavations of 
1896-1899 and 1911

In 2003 a new project was established to study and publish all extant archives related to the 
British School at Athens’ early excavations at the site of Phylakopi on Melos. The site was 
excavated over four years from 1896-99 and again in 1911, and the main excavation records 
are held in the archive of the British School. However, the archive is incomplete, and some 
parts of the excavation record have been traced elsewhere, including both written records 
and photographs.  

The main written records have been known to scholarship for some time, but we 
have traced new records, which we present here in preliminary form for the first time. Even 
more useful are the photographic archives, most of which are unpublished. In this paper we 
outline the new information now coming to light and highlight new insights into the 
interpretation of the early excavations at this, one of the key sites for the Cycladic bronze 
age.

The chert source and stone tool workshops of St"lida (NW Naxos) were first discovered in 

1981; this project and later rescue excavations by the Greek Ministry of Culture suggested 
that the site was of early prehistoric date. 

 In 2013 we initiated the St"lida Naxos Archaeological Project, to geo-archaeologically 
characterize the site. After two years of intensive survey our interpretative limit had been 
reached; our detailed claims for Lower – Upper Palaeolithic and Mesolithic activity needed 
to be proven by absolute dates, not least because of the potential implications such 
purported early finds might have with regard to early hominin dispersal routes and their 
potential maritime migration. We thus began excavating in 2015, our first aim to locate 
undisturbed, stratified deposits we could scientifically date.  

Sondages revealed deposits over 1m in depth, with two major artifact-rich layers, the 
most recent of Upper Palaeolithic date, with finds corresponding to the Aurignacian and/or 
Early-Middle Epigravettian, while the lower stratum contains material of Lower Palaeolithic 
characteristics. In both instances these data might thus provide us with an alternative – 
potentially seaborne - route for hominin migration from Africa via Anatolia, alongside that of 
the long-accepted Thracian landbridge 

We have also documented beachside stratified fossilized sand dune (aeolianite) deposits 
within which were embedded stone tools. A series of samples were taken for optically 
stimulated luminescence [OSL] dating, with the uppermost stratum providing dates of 
>30,000 BP, making St"lida the earliest site in the Cyclades.  

St"lida thus provides the first stratified and dateable Pleistocene deposits in the 
Cyclades, and suggests the Aegean basin played a major role in early human migration.

century documents, a 18th century wall plaque and marriage/housing archival documents 
within the Maltese archives.

·  An overview of the human presence in the cyclades through absolute 
dating with radiocarbon  

 
Yorgos Facorellis 

 
The first publication of radiocarbon dates from a Cycladic island appeared in 1977 in 

the scientific Journal Radiocarbon. It concerned, of course, ages of samples from Thera in an 
attempt to answer the question when the earthquake and the subsequent volcano eruption 
occurred, which resulted in the destruction of the Late Minoan site of Akrotiri.  

Since then more than 170 radiocarbon ages have been published by researchers 
from eight different European and American radiocarbon laboratories. The samples 
originate from archaeological excavations on the islands of Thera, Keros, Saliagos, Amorgos, 
Naxos, Mykonos, Kythnos and Kea spanning from the 9th millennium till the 2nd century BC, 
including the Mesolithic, Early, Late and Final Neolithic, proto-Cycladic I, II and III, middle-
Cycladic I, II and III, Late Bronze Age, Archaic, Classical and Hellenistic periods.  

These dates have never been uniformly calibrated so far, because they were 
published successively since the early years of the radiocarbon dating method, when there 
was no calibration curve, until very recently (2012). During this period, six different issues of 
the international calibration curve have been issued.  
In this study all dates are reconsidered, calibrated and plotted with the latest IntCal13 curve 
using the program Oxcal version 4.2, in order to create a database of radiocarbon dates, 
thus establishing an absolute chronological framework of the human presence in the 
Cyclades.

·  Preliminary Report on Metal and Metallurgical Artifacts at Bronze 
Age Ayia Irini, Kea

Metallurgy seems to have played a major role in the long-lasting prominence of Ayia Irini, 

Kea, in Bronze Age Aegean maritime networks. Attica and the western Cyclades are 
considered primary ore sources for the broader Aegean during the Bronze Age. Although 
Ayia Irini was located in the center of this metal-bearing zone and preserved extensive 
evidence for local metallurgical activities, the role of the site in metal processing and 
exchange remains to be clarified. The authors have begun a new project that will provide the 
first systematic analysis of metal and metallurgical finds from Ayia Irini, excavated in the 
1960s and 70s by Jack Caskey and the University of Cincinnati. We have conducted archival 
research, macroscopic examination of all finds (including fabric categorization of ceramic 
objects), and non-invasive portable XRF analysis of metallic artefacts. Our research has so far 
indentified over 850 objects from all periods of occupation at the site. In this paper, we 
summarize our work, especially with respect to the spatial and chronological distribution of 
the Bronze Age metal and metallurgical artifacts at Ayia Irini. We also discuss changing 
patterns of metal procurement, working, and consumption across the site and consider 
typological and technological changes over time.

·  Storage and socio-political complexity in Middle and Late Bronze

Storage, especially storage of surplus commodities, has been closely connected 

with emerging socio-economic complexity in sedentary agricultural communities. 
Therefore, a detailed examination of storage facilities and their role in a 
community’s economy is germane to furthering our understanding of local socio-
economic organization, as well as a community’s potential in engaging in trade and 
exchange. Hence, this paper assesses the issues in question using raw and 
interpretive data from the Northern Sector of Ayia Irini, more specifically from the 
Northeast Bastion, which includes a storage gallery of pithoi attached to a kitchen 
and a dining room. Since this complex does not have the only storage room at Ayia 
Irini, the character, size, and capacity of this facility is analyzed and compared to 
others at the site (e.g., House A) and beyond.

The “flying pans” are emblematic of the Early Cycladic Period. Scholarship has 
mostly focused on their elusive function, but in this paper we will focus on their 
manufacture. Through a series of experimental replicas of the NAM inv. No 4974 
(from Syros) at the Laboratory of Traditional Technology at the University of Arizona, 
and through careful observations, measurement, and microimaging of several 
comparanda at the National Archaeological Museum in Athens, we have gained a 
better understanding of challenges involved in a forming and decorating a “frying 
pan.” In collaboration with the National Center for Scientific Research “Demokritos” 
we will also present the results of an archaeometric analysis, conducted with 
portable XRF (pXRF) of the white incrutations regularly used as filling in the 
impressed decoration of “frying pans” and other contemporary ceramics. Both the 
emphasis on the production techniques and the archaemetric analysis of the 
incrustations constitute new perspectives in studying these enigmatic artifacts.

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·  Indentifying Refugees from the LBA Theran eruption in the 
Archaeological Record (poster)

The city of Akrotiri on the island of Thera (Santorini) was buried by a massive 

volcanic eruption in the Late Bronze Age (LBA), ca. 1625 BCE. Akrotiri was rapidly abandoned 
and subsequently preserved by several meters of volcanic material, allowing geologists and 
archaeologists to study in detail the pre-eruption society, the mechanisms of the eruption, 
and the cultural responses to the disaster. Thus far there have been no studies concerning 
the social responses of the inhabitants of Akrotiri, how they dealt with the sudden 
displacement, where they chose to resettle, and how they integrated into their new 
community and environment. 

This research is a first step in addressing some of these problems, beginning with the 
questions, where did the Therans relocate, and how might they have adapted in order to 
become intergated in their new home? I draw on previous anthropological, sociological and 
archaeological studies, to provide a research framework for this work, and construct a 
relocation model based on a catalog of comparative archaeological cases of forced migration 
due to volcanic eruptions. These comparative studies provide information on how 
communities in the past dealt with the sudden disaster of volcanic eruptions, and allow the 
subsequent relocation model to be applied to the Late Bronze Age eruption of  Thera. 

Initial findings of the model suggest that the displaced Therans may have taken a north 
and westerly direction to seek refuge after abandoning their homes. These fingings require 
further testing with material evidence, but nonetheless provide an opportunity to open the 
discussion of identifying Theran refugees from the Late Bronze Age.

Following the excavations on Keros of 2006-2008 and the Keros Island 

Survey of 2012-2013, a new four-year7programme7of7work7centred7on7the7world’s7
first maritime sanctuary was initiated in 2015. The work of the first year focused on 
intensive pedestrian survey of southeast Naxos. A primary aim of the survey was to 
understand and characterise the early bronze age occupation of the coastal zone, in 
order better to understand the near-distance maritime networks within which Keros 
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was situated. We present here the initial results of the survey, which indicates 
widespread early bronze age occupation and use of the landscape, centred on the bay 
of Panormos, the Spedos promontory, and the wide valley of Kalandos. As the survey 
was fully diachronic in nature, we also report on the evidence for late bronze age, 
later first millennium BC, Byzantine and recent occupation of the landscape. An early 
conclusion of the survey is that no one early bronze age centre in southeast Naxos 
approaches Keros in terms of size or complexity and thus Keros appears to be the 
central node in the area thus far investigated.

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·  Networking in the Cyclades: the Late Antique churches 
 

Rebecca Sweetman 
 

Some 41 Late Antique churches are known from 12 Cycladic islands. The churches 
themselves display a stunning variety of forms and topographic locations. Few patterns of 
choice in these matters are discernible; much of the evidence of the church architecture on 
the islands points to a myriad of connections that range from local to imperial. Furthermore, 
scattered data from the Cyclades suggest that they were Christianized earlier than many of 
the surrounding areas. Other than the Christian catacombs on Melos (1st -4th century), 
there is literary evidence of an early and energetic Christian community on the islands; 
islands such as Amorgos and Santorini had bishoprics and Bishops from Paros and Naxos 
attended the 3rd and 4th Ecumenical Councils. Literary sources tie the establishment of the 
4th century church of the Panagia Ekatontapyliani, Paroikia, Paros to Agia Eleni of the 
Imperial family. Through a discussion of the topography and architecture of the churches, 
the aim of this work is to counter the traditional view of the Cyclades in the late antique 
period as becoming more insular, with communities confined to inland spaces as a result of 
Slavs, pirates and other marauders. I will show how vibrant the 4th and the 7th centuries are 
and that a much nuanced study posits a view of the islands embracing their positions as 
conduits for the spread of new ideas and religion throughout the Eastern Mediterranean.

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·  Dating Delian dedications: its implications for the First Ptolemaea, 

{elian'‘independence’2'and'the'|attle'of'vndros  
 

John Antony Neves Zuzarte Tully 
 
Prominent among our abundant evidence from hellenistic Delos are multiple annual 

offerings of phialae, scaphia and other items from endowments recorded in the Delian 
inventory lists.  Many are ascribed to specific archon years, or listed in similar order on 
successive inscriptions, enabling Homolle 1887, Durrbach 1916, Tr"heux 1916 and others to 
create an archon sequence.  This chronology is still used to date significant hellenistic 
‘events’ inside and beyond Delos, including Delian ‘independence’ (314), and the Battle of 
Andros (245 or 246). 

This paper discusses two principles that indicate that these dates are in need of revision.  
First, the existence of multiple offerings in a single year means that sequences of phialae 
without names cannot be assumed to have been offered at a rate of one offering per year.  
Close analysis of the inscriptions recording offerings from the Philonidia (particularly IG XI.2 
124, 128) indicates the existence of multiple offerings in 128 (200) which cannot 
compensate for missed festivals since the earlier inscription, because there are no years 
without offerings.  Instead, they must represent multiple offerings in a single year.  This 
conclusion calls into question the early dates of the First Ptolemaea (279) and of Delian 
independence (314): both are dated by allocating one offering per year to a list of archons, 
and could drop several years. 

Second, it argues against the general assumption of a year’s delay between an 
endowment’s creation and first offering.  Close analysis of the evidence for the Philetaeria, 
consistently dated to 262, and the Gorgieia (endowment in 229), indicates that this principle 
is invalid.  As such, the terminus ante quem for many festivals reduces by a year, and with it, 
of associated events, such as Battle of Andros, which are dated by reference to the 
endowment.

Archaeological and epigraphical testimonies for the island of Tenos 
The archaeological exploration of Tenos, compared to that of other Cycladic islands, 

is relatively limited. Nevertheless many finds discovered in systematic as well as in salvage 
excavations reveal the historical and cultural importance of the island in  antiquity. The 
identification of an increasing number of archaeological sites all over the island, from the 
prehistoric period to late antiquity, emphasizes the need for the intensification of study. The 
necessity of a more systematic exploration of the island’s past, is also demonstrated  by the 
considerable number of finds such as parts of architectural members, inscriptions and even 
sculptures found scattered or built in modern houses in the Chora and the villages of Tenos.   
The archaeological wealth of the island is also apparent when one looks at  artefacts from 
Tenos kept in private collections. This is the case of the collection owned by the sculptor 
Charalambos Kritikos, Director of the Vocational School of Fine Arts at Panormos on Tenos. 
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The collection was donated after his death to the Archaeological Museum of Tenos and 
consists of numerous artefacts: marble architectural members, inscriptions, grave stelai and 
sculptures that are dated to the Hellenistic and Roman periods. Among the aforementioned 
antiquities, a group of fragmentary inscriptions of public, votive and funerary character 
stand out as exceptionally interesting. The information obtained from them sheds light on 
aspects related to the local social-political organization, the cult and burial practices during 
the Hellenistic and Roman period. They also contribute to a better understanding of the 
topography of the island, in particular of the sanctuaries and the cemeteries of the ancient 
town of Tenos. 
This study of the antiquities donated by Charalambos Kritikos resulted not only from the 
need to identify the character and the possible provenance of the various   artefacts that 
comprise the collection. It is closely connected with the effort to salvage the archaeological 
heritage of Tenos and to elucidate its historical past.-

Early Iron Age Despotiko: the birth of a sanctuary or maybe not? 

The systematic excavations on the inhabited islet of Despotiko, west of the 
southwestern coast of Antiparos, brought to light an important sanctuary dedicated to 
Apollo, exceeded in its richness only by that of Delos. Unattested in the ancient sources, the 
sanctuary reached its main period of peak in the Archaic period and the second half of the 
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sixth century.Nevertheless, until very recently, except for isolated Geometric pottery sherds 
found scattered around the site, the earliest phases of the sanctuary remained unknown. 
Since 2013, a series of important discoveries succeeded in shedding light to the first 
activities at the site, which can be now securely placed in the Early Iron Age and the late 
ninth century BC. The earliest vase fragments, mixed with large portions of animal bones, 
were found in association with an apsidal structure, which is the earliest of the sanctuary up 
to date.  
This paper will present for the first time the recent discoveries dating to the Geometric 
period. In particular, the discovered architectural remains and the associated pottery, clay 
objects and organic material will be discussed in an attempt to reconstruct the earliest 
practices at the site and their character.  
The main question explored here is whether the new finds indicate an exclusive ritual use of 
the site since the Early Iron Age, or, as in the case of Eretria, the discovered structures 
represent a habitation nucleus, which gradually transformed into this important sanctuary.

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In the Archaeological Museum of Kea, in Ioulis, important marble sculptures are to be 
seen today, both freestanding statues and reliefs, coming from the antiquities that were 
retrieved in the field by the Kean antiquary K.Manthos, from earlier and new excavations 
and surface surveys in the island, while others are chance finds or were given over by the 
inhabitants of the island. The female draped figures that are presented, form only part of 
the important sculptural production of Kea during the Hellenistic times and contribute to the 
reconstruction of the historical past of the island.   

A colossal female head dated in the 3rd c. B.C., probably depicts a deified Ptolemaic 
queen and is related to the world and the art of Ptolemaic Alexandria, in a period of 
Ptolemaic sovereignty in Kea. 

Among the sculptures, two statuettes of Athena, dated in the 1st c. B.C., may be singled 
out. They demonstrate the important place of the goddess in Karthaia and underline the 
connection of the island with Athens and its sculptural tradition. 

Most of the sculptures date to the Late Hellenistic period. In these turbulent years, Kea 
seeks for Roman protection against the pirates and is, like the rest of the Cyclades, in the 
midst of the Mithridatic Wars and the Civil Wars of the Romans. After the Battle of Philippi 
Kea is presented as a gift to the Athenians, whose influence has gradually increased since 
the Mithridatic Wars.   

Common sculptural types are reproduced in the Hellenistic sculptures from Kea, whose 
prototype goes back in the classical or late classical period. Furthermore, the stylistic 
analysis does not allow the attribution of the statues to a local workshop or exclusively to 
one of the dominant cultural centers of the period. On the contrary, the sculptures reveal 
contacts and influences from many and different cultural centers such as Rhodes, Kos, 
Samos, Alexandria and Athens.

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Middle-byzantine templa on the island of  Naxos  
 

 Architectural decorative sculpture in the churches of Naxos shows significant decline 
after the 7th century, but revives at the end of the 10th or the beginning of the 11th century. 
Many architectural sculptures, mainly belonging to marble screens, dating from this period 
onwards up until the 12th century, have been preserved either isolated or incorporated in 
later constructions. The available elements demonstrate that the templa of the time were 
made of marble and followed the usual arrangement of Middle-Byzantine screens. During 
the Latin rule, ecclesiastical marble sculpture in Naxos declines again.  
My recent research has enabled quite accurate full representations of the Middle-Byzantine 
screens in the churches of Panaghia Damniotissa near Monoitsia (late 10th- early 11th 
century), Hagios Georgios of Lathrinos (of similar date), Panaghia Arkouliotissa near Sangri 
(second half of 11th century) and the katholikon of the Fotodotis monastery near Danakos 
(12th century). Surviving fragments from other screens include an architrave from Hagios 
Mamas in Potamia, an architrave and a slab from the Protothronos at Chalki, four slabs and 
a capital from Hagios Georgios Diasoritis at Chalki, a slab at Hagios Konstantinos at 
Stavropigi near Tripodes, a colonnette at the Hagioi Apostoloi in Metochi, an architrave from 
Panaghia at Aria, an architrave from Hagios Ioannis at Kerami, and an architrave 
incorporated in the post-Byzantine church of Panaghia Kalavriani at Kaloxylos.  
 The preserved groups or isolated architectural members give a lucid image of the 
evolution of Middle-Byzantine templa on the island. Apart from the outstanding example of 
Fotodotis, the works are provincial, of limited artistic aspirations. Based on their stylistic 
features they can be divided into groups of different chronologies. The distinction of 
common workshops is also possible. The great similarity of some of them with equivalent 
works in other Cycladic islands, combined with the absence of other Middle-Byzantine 
architectural sculptures on Naxos, challenges the attribution of the Naxian screens to 
localworkshops, at least as far as the most important ones are concerned.

In this recommendation, we refer to all fortified buildings from the 13th to 18th century, 

scattered throughout the surface of Naxos, which make up a unique cultural heritage of 
great historical and architectural importance.  

Particular reference will be made to the Tower of Bazeos, an old Orthodox monastery 
which started to be built in the early 17th century and where the various construction 
phases and successive uses mirrored the more recent history of the island. 

More particular we will focus on highlighting the monument, after the first extended 
restoration phase in 2001, when it was decided to used as an educational, artistic and 
cultural centre. They cited examples of interventions, actions and partnerships that have 
contributed to the successful outcome of the operation. Also we will mention adversities 
and obstacles that arise along the way, which at times can be exceeded, sometimes not, or 
they recognized as persistent and permanents. 

The purpose of the monuments highlight as we’ll mentioned, is both the enhancement of 
the cultural physiognomy of Naxos, as well the awareness of local authorities and the public 
about the importance has the development of cultural heritage, and the potential 
contribution to the economic development of the island. 

They also included excerpts from scientific studies that have been developed focusing on 
the particular monument and his contemporary function. 

In brief, the presentation is a journey from yesterday to today and the perspective for a 
better future.

Lathyrus and fava in the cuisine of the prehistoric Aegean: an exploration of culinary 
identities through the archaeobotanical record  
Soultana Maria Valamoti, associate professor, School of History and Archaeology, Aristotle 
University of Thessaloniki, Greece 
Pulses have constituted an important culinary element of prehistoric farming communities in 
the Aegean. This presentation focuses on one genus of Leguminosae, Lathyrus sp., exploring 
its appearance from the Early Neolithic to the end of the Bronze Age in Greece. Three main 
Lathyrus species encountered in the prehistoric cuisine of the Aegean are Lathyrus sativus, 
Lathyrus ochrus, Lathyrus clymenum. Through a consideration of the timing of the 
appearance of each species and its distribution in different geographical regions of the 
Aegean and mainland Greece, culinary preferences and differentiation are explored in the 
region under study. In addition, the role of Lathyrus in culinary preferences in the wider 
context of southeastern Europe and the Eastern Medieteranean is discussed. Possible ways 
of the culinary transformation of Lathyrus are presented, based on traditional culinary 
practices. The survival of Lathyrus cultivation and its culinary use from prehistoric times to 
the present is underlined and the framework for a systematic exploration of this genus in 
the culinary history of prehistoric Europe is presented, under the newly launched research 
project PLANTCULT, funded by the European Research Council (ERC).

Urban development treatment  of a historical city 
The presentation concerns itself with research that has been conducted by the Urban 

Design Lab of NTUA, for Urban Remedy of Historical City with application in Ermoupolis. In 
the research, the definition of Greek Historical City is given through imprinting the 
anthropomorphic dimension with urban and historic features, but mostly though 
interpretation of the ideological and psychological form content, through depicting the 
relationship of residents to the city and the relationship of the speech to the myth following 
it. 

Ermoupolis has been a historic city center and developed a character different from the 
villages and towns of the rest of the Cyclades, as it in addition constitutes an urban center 
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whose urbanity and history should retain its own special character. Ermoupolis is the first 
example of urbanization in Greece, with the form and meaning urbanization has been 
characterized by the massive displacement of people to the cities in Europe in the 19th 
century and their industrialization, with the development of secondary and tertiary 
production, and with the corresponding architectural expression that has characterized the 
urban centers of this era by means of scale and morphological expression. 

However, enabling the city to maintain and highlight its profile as the first urban-
industrial center of modern Greece, it should be treated separately with its own terms of 
layout, use, operation, city planning and morphological expression, considering its  up to 
now historical course, current status, opportunities and prospects, as well as the demands 
they generate. Ermoupolis, with its historic weight, special character, urban character, its 
creation based on city planning, its eponymous architecture and rich industrial history, 
occupies a special place in the Cyclades. That is why and it should be treated in a way that 
ensures and highlights the particular physiognomy

The tower of Cheimarros on Naxos:  earlier and recent study of finds 

from the complex 
 

     The tower of Cheimrros, an imposing circular defensive structure of the 4th 
century BC in southeast Naxos, was a monument adopted for restoration and 
enhancement by the 21st Ephorate of Prehistoric and Classical Antiquities from 1997 
– 2001 through its incorporation in the Second Community Support Framework, 
under the personal supervision of Olga Philaniotou. In parallel with the main 
objective we attempted to find answers to questions concerning the chronology and 
use of towers in the Cyclades in antiquity. At the same time, the clearing of the area 
round the tower revealed a significant complex – an organised industrial 
establishment, interpreted as an oil press. Preliminary study of the pottery in 
combination with the stratigraphy and architectural phases confirmed use of the 
installation from the early Hellenistic period until late antiquity. 

     Systematic study of finds from work at the tower of Cheimarros and its 
enclosure began in July 2015 with the aim of answering more specific questions. 
These concern the period of use of the area between late Hellenistic times and late 
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antiquity and the fate of the industrial installation after 600 AD; in addition, the 
usage of circular towers and the operation of the enclosure area in relation to the 
agricultural environment of southeast Naxos and the broader area of the Cyclades 
over time.  

     The programme of study is being co-ordinated by Olga Philaniotou and 
Athanaios Vionis of the ArtLandS Laboratory of the University of Cyprus, with the 
permission and support of the Ephorate of Antiquities of the Cyclades.

The health care in Cyclades and how can restructured. 

 
The difficulty of communication between islands creates health problems 

coverage to their residents especially in dealing emergencies that are heavier in winter due 
to increased morbidity and too much in the summer months because of large number of 
tourist traffic. 

The state healthcare Cycladic based on a Hospital of Syros which is inadequate as 
regard the needs of prefecture. There are two hospitals one in Naxos which continues to 
operate as a Center of Health, and another in Santorini which although is fully equipped and 
ready for five years has not any staff to work. 

The remaining units per islands consist of health centers and Polyvalent Regional 
Clinics often face staffing problems of equipment and consumables. 
When there is a failure to tackle incidents in the patients carried when the weather 
conditions permit in Ermoupolis hospital or heavier transfer by ferry or by plane to hospital 
center. 

The way of facing specific health cases is not always safe nor effective and creates 
huge family and economic problems. These problems need special care arrangements. 

For this purpose could be taken the following measures: 
1.Operating fully equipped and staffed at least secondary (prefectural) Hospitals in larger 
islands in the case of the Cyclades in Syros, Naxos, Santorini and combat effectiveness of 
health centers and upgraded Polyvalent Regional Clinics and accordingly to the needs of the 
area which they cover. 
2. Formation of National Center Immmediate Assistance of islands which will coordinate the 
distribution of emergency not only within but also between islands. 
When the severity of the case requires the transfer of the patient from an island trafficking 
will be toward the nearest hospital unit by floating ambulance with suitable 
organization.When there is inability of patient response  of the local hospital and when the 
patient is in need of immediate transfer to a tertiary hospital can take place and air transfer 
 patient on command Ambulance islands with the participation of the Armed Forces 
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3.The specialists doctors who will staff the health units should be dedicated full-time to a 
special salary  who will receive specialist training certification in the region which will be 
necessary qualification for their further development. 

They must immediately fill the gaps of staff and the number of doctors and nurses 
should be increased during the summer months to auxiliary personnel who will be 
directly responsible service with the start of the period to cover the major necessities 
of tourism in those areas. 

4.Medical  tourism: health units particularly to hospitals can "invest" in the 
medical tourism covering the needs of guest patients with acute and chronic general 
and specific health problems such as renal dialysis thus enhancing their health sense 
of security and contributing to the tourism potential of the region.

A Balneum and a Rural Installation at Kamari on Thera 

 
Rescue excavations carried out in the period between 1999 and 2002, at a plot 

located in the region of Saint George Thalassitis, at the northeast edge of Kamari on Thera, 
have brought to light a large building compound. The compound includes a rural installation 
with a wine press and storerooms in the north as well as a balneum in the south. Nine rooms 
were investigated in the rural complex, which seems to extend westwards. Nine more rooms 
were investigated in the balneum, next to the frigidarium, whose floor is decorated with 
opus sectile, the tepidaria and the caldaria with the typical hypocausts’ system. The hearths 
were uncovered at the east and in the middle of the south side of the balneum, not far from 
the caldaria. West of the balneum, the architectural remains of a Roman funerary 
monument are of special interest. The study of the moveable finds suggests that the 
complex was in use from the 2nd until the 4th century AD.

A synthesis on textile production, (spinning and weaving), from the Cyclades, Aegean, 

during the first millennium BC,  is attempted in this paper; the recent study of the 
components of the main tools, spindle whorls and loom weights,  from the systematic 
investigations both surface surveys and excavations from Amorgos by the author has 
provided new data, which are considered here. 

The components of the basic tools for the production of fiber and textiles, i.e. the spindle 
whorls and the loom weights of the upright warp loom are the only material remains which 
have been found in large quantities in excavations; their presence is irrefutable evidence for 
the detection of activities associated with textile production i.e. spinning and weaving and 
about the raw materials used for the finished products, threads and textiles. 

Amorgos along with its neighbouring islands, constitutes a single geographical unit with 
clear boundaries; it has a key geostrategic, political and economic importance for the 
Cyclades and the Aegean, due to its safe harbour, Katapola as it is named today and it was in 
constant contact and interaction with other islands of the Cyclades, of the Dodecanese and 
of the northern Aegean and with important coastal sites on both sides of the Aegean. The 
production and trading of famous textiles known as “Amorgina Chitonia” has been 
considered by scholars, as one of the main economic resources and reasons for the 
flourishing of its three city-states during the Classical period and later.

A very important family Archive created by Salvaras family (18th – half of 20th 

cent.), has been deposited in General State Archives – Archives of Laconia in 1991. It 
offers information on social, economic and business daily life of the Mystras region. 
A lot of elements are found through letters, papers, newspapers, photographs. 
Especially 1.632 documents of the period 1709 - 1843 are classified until now.  

Members of Salvaras family had acquired a strong network of trade partners in 
the Peloponnese, as well as in Ionian and Aegean islands and usually were in contact 
with friends and collaborators in these areas. They often travelled to Tripoli, 
Nauplion, Syros and Hydra as well as to Istanbul. 
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 Correspondence between family members highlights the commercial 
relations of Salvaras family from Mystras with well known merchants from 
Ermoupolis in the first half of the 19th century, and especially during the period 1823 
- 1834, when the new town of Sparta was not yet created. 

 Various goods and species, bought from Syros, are extensively registered in 
the documents. Sometimes the elder Salvaras brother, Konstantis, travelled to Syros 
in order to carry through with his personal arrangements. Especially his journey to 
Hydra, Tinos and Syros on August 1833 was probably relevant with commercial as 
well as religious causes. All these transactions ended because of Konstantis illness 
and finally death in 1836.

The church of St. Constantine in Paroikia, Paros 

The complex of the post Byzantine church, St. Constantine, St. Helene and Annunciation, is 
situated at the highest and most prominent point in the old town of Paroikia, in the 
neighborhood of Kastro. During the archaic period the amphiprostyle marble temple of 
Athena was located on this site. Only the ruins of the temple are preserved, and they form 
the foundation of the post Byzantine complex.  

The complex consists of a single-nave domed church, a smaller barrel-vaulted chapel and a 
porch supported by columns. The complex is considered to date from the 17th century, like 
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the majority of post Byzantine churches on the island, but the exact date of its construction is 
unknown. It has been described by A.Orlandos in 0123 , (vol.È’, 1961) and catalogued by 
P.Patelis, ÐáñåêêëÞóéá êáé åîùêëÞóéá ôçò ÐÜñïõ, (2004) 

The submitted presentation gives an analysis of the monument, based on the 
documentation required for the 2013-2015 restoration, and new evidence about the complex 
which emerged during the works, including construction details of the masonry, the 
foundation, the domes, and other architectural elements. The above are considered to 
contribute to our structural and historical research on post Byzantine Cycladic monuments.

Building Beta at Akrotiri, Thera: the functions of a typical(?) domestic 

unit in the heart of the LC I town  
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Building Beta is one of the first buildings brought to light by the excavation conducted at 
the Late Cycladic I settlement at Akrotiri, Thera. Widely acclaimed for its wall paintings, 
including the compositions of the Monkeys, the Boxing Boys and the Antelopes, the building 
contributed a plethora of evidence to archaeological research, with reference both to the 
study of architecture and ceramic production and to the reconstruction of activities of the 
inhabitants within a flourishing community active in the beginning of the Late Bronze Age. 

Almost forty years since its discovery, the study team presenting this paper ventures on 
the reappraisal of archaeological evidence, aiming at the integrated publication of the 
building. Detailed recording of available data, complementary excavation and new mapping 
technologies of architectural remains constitute significant research tools in an attempt to 
reconstruct the original layout of the building and its contents. Based on old and new 
evidence, this paper seeks to present a synthetic approach to the function of individual areas 
as well as to the character of this building unit located at the core of the urban fabric. 
Archaeological data are assessed in comparison to similar evidence from other 
contemporary buildings of the settlement with reference to their architectural layout, 
fittings and equipment in individual areas. Available evidence from Building Beta testifies to 
the use of space for specialised activities, such as ritual gatherings, and functions, such as 
storage and food preparation, while of particular interest are the assemblages of weaving 
equipment and the tripod cooking pots found en masse in room 2. Since Building Beta 
preserves two at least building phases, it is essential to examine architectural modifications 
at its interior in the light of potential adaptations of activity areas to new needs incurred by 
the “Minoan way of doing things”, prevalent in many aspects of life in the settlement during 
the mature phase of the Late Cycladic I period.

ðåñßïäï ãßíåôáé ÷ùñßò éäéáßôåñåò áñéèìçôéêÝò äéáêõìÜíóåéò.

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Framing the gap.The changes in the pattern of inhabitation of the 
settlements from the end of the Mycenaean Period to the emergence of the 
city-state and the issue of the location of insular settlements 
 
 
 Following the collapse of Mycenaean Palaces, there was no uniformity in the pattern 
of inhabitation among the islands. To date, it is not clear whether the Cycladic settlements 
continued to be inhabited uninterruptedly between the Mycenaean Period to the Early Iron 
Age. 
 During this period, the decrease of settlements from the Mycenaean to the 
Protogeometric Period (PG) is obvious, while the increase of settlements from the PG to the 
Geometric Period (G) is spectacular. Settlements of the Geometric Period have been found 
in all islands except for Ios. The transition from the G to the Archaic Period occurred without 
important arithmetical changes. 
 A series of powerful geometric settlements emerged in Cyclades, however they 
didn’t achieve to become city-states. Most of them were abandoned for various reasons. 
Some settlements might have prevailed either because of their better geographical position 
or because of their financial and social power. 
 Most of the islands in Cyclades had one polis, but there were some islands with 
more than one, like Kea which had four. At first glance, it is not the extent of the island that 
determined the number of cities. Certainly, decisive role played the geomorphology, the 
geography and the climate of every island, the trade, the agriculture and the natural 
resources of exploitation. 
 In this paper, emphasis will be given to the issue of the geographical location of 
settlements in Cyclades, in relation to the sea (coastal, near the sea and settlement of the 
inland), to maritime networks, and as well as in relation to their orientation. For example, it 
is remarkable that half of the settlements of this transitional period were located on the 
west side of each island. The reasons for choosing a place to inhabit might have been 
multifactorial.

The pottery finds from the recent rescue excavation in Agios 

Konstantinos and Evagelistria in Paroikia of Paros 
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This presentation will examine the pottery finds discovered during the rescue excavation 
in the Evagelistria chapel, next to the Ag. Konstantinos and Eleni church in Paroikia of Paros 
island, in the framework of consolidation and restoration works.  

Ag. Kontantinos (17th c.), situated in the castle of Paroikia, is a single-aisle domed church, 
at the south side of which there is the vaulted chapel of Evagelistria.  The complex is built 
upon the Paros ancient acropolis (its northern wall is built upon the foundation of the 6th c. 
BC archaic temple, dedicated to Athina) and inside the medieval castle of Paroikia. 

On the basis of the preliminary results of the pottery study, the finds can be dated from 
the ancient until the post-byzantine times, while their origin can be attributed to various 
production centers.  

The present study focuses to the byzantine and post-byzantine pottery, expecting to 
reveal not only new evidence for the commercial connections of Paroikia, but also 
interesting data concerning the every-day life of its population and information for the 
history of the monument itself.

Issues on the conservation and the development of the Cycladic traditional 

settlements 

Traditional settlements are built areas that imprint the architectural, social, artistic and 
historic characteristics of the societies that live in them over the centuries. Greek traditional 
settlements constitute sets of the cultural environment, which according to the Greek and 
the international legislation, must be protected as they are particularly vulnerable because 
of the strong threats they face. This happens because today they have to serve new needs 
under conditions that are completely different than the conditions that initially shaped 
them. Coastal and insular traditional settlements present intense deterioration not only in 
their buildings characteristics but also in their urban features, due to the excessive and un-
planned tourism development. At the same time many traditional settlements are 
abandoned as the productive base of the Greek economy has changed.  
The current paper will examine issues regarding the traditional Cycladic settlements. It will 
record their historic, population and urban characteristics, as they have developed through 
time. It will use a registry that will classify and group the settlements with spatial and 
demographic criteria. It will also examine the legislative framework that functions since 1978 
focusing on the principles and the restrictions that have been diachronically applied and 
their effect in the traditional settlements status today. The paper will examine the role of 
spatial planning, urban and regional, in the Cycladic traditional settlements conservation and 
development. This will be achieved with the examination of the spatial plans (Regional, 
Sectoral and Urban) that have been legislated in the examined area, in order to investigate 
the parameters that affected the protection and caused the deterioration of the traditional 
settlements urban features.  

Finally, based on good practices that are applied in other areas, and on the new 
principles for the protection and the conservation of areas of cultural heritage according to 
the international conventions, it will propose ways for these areas best management, in 
order to respond to the new needs they are called to serve, and simultaneously in order to 
conserve and reveal the characteristics that make them monuments of cultural heritage.

In Paroikia, the capital city of Paros, excavation works from 1982 to 2003 have 

uncovered the well-organised main cemetery of the ancient city of Paros, that was in use 
from the 2nd half of the 8th century BC up to the 3d/ 4th century AD. Various grave types are 
attested, among which however, two large pits stand out. In these pits/graves, the sides of 
which and the floor of the smaller one were lined with schist slabs, were kept about 120 
amphorae containing bones, with small open table vases, skyphoi and phialai, closing their 
mouth. The bones burnt in a very strong fire, belonged to young men from 16 to 29/30 years 
old, according to the palaioanthropological study. These skeletal remains were, probably, 
cleaned from the ashes and perhaps washed before their deposition in the vases. This datum 
leads to suggest, that these two pits of the “polyandrion” were dug in order to receive the 
remains of more than 100 warriors, fallen in a battle, perhaps outside Paros, in Euboea, 
during the longstanding (mid 8th -mid 7th century BC ??) war for the occupation of the 
Lelantime Plain, war in which participated all the Greek tribes of that age.

This poster discusses the interaction of heritage, landscape and tourism and identifies their 
relationship, either associative or contradictory. Tourism, being the main source of financial 
activity in Greece influences and dominates almost every geographical location, particularly 
the islands, as these constitute priority destinations for visitors in every island. Urban 
development and tourism have often contributed in compromising the integrity of natural 
and cultural heritage of islands, including their territories, water tables, customs and 
architecture. Without doubt, a key and decisive factor is the disposition of local populations 
to act and react to these changes. Before everything transforms, we decided to study culture 
through the rural built heritage that dominates a space that is insular and agricultural at the 
same time.

As methodology, we decided to use an inventory, which identifies rural 
buildings contributes to the recognition and mapping out of the insular rural world.

 The depiction of the local community of Sifnos Island in the local archives (1931-1950) 
The Greek historiography has studied the Metaxas military regime (1936-1941) and searched 
for its political repercussions in the 1940s. As far as Sifnos Island is concerned, it was one of 
the many Cycladic islands that became a place of exile for the communists coming from all 
over the country. 
 The archive of the local tribunal documents the minor violations of the banished 
communists. At the same time, the existing documentation covers the way of life of the local 
population and its agricultural activities: the men and their families had not abandoned their 
land even during the Occupation period; the litigants were always Greek citizens, something 
that had not changed during the Italian occupation time (1941-1943). 
But the documents for the WWII time are few as the Italian army units destroyed their 
depositories in Greece, except from Syros and the Dodecanese. In fact, the Italian military 
archive in Rome preserves only one dossier of the Cuneo infantry division, responsible for 
the military occupation of Cyclades during the Italian occupation.  
That is why we are obliged to seek evidence elsewhere:  
The contribution of the local newspaper “Sifnos” has been fundamental to the extent that it 
gives a social profile of the local population (microhistory).  
The archive of the registry office provides safe statistical data and depicts the rise of the 
mortality rate during the winter of 1941/42.  
The Greek historiography is a significant methodological tool as it interprets aspects of the 
Italian occupation in Greece. The contribution of Dimitrios Magkriotis is of great importance 
as he refers to the Italian occupation in Sifnos. Indeed, the WWII experience had not 
disheartened people, such as Apostolos Depastas, to enroll at the Resistance movement. 
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After the war, Depastas felt he could interpret the Occupation period, based on his own 
empirical background. 
Apart from that case, the Greek Civil War intensified the conservatism of the isolated Greek 
community. Therefore, we take the memory process of the following decades into 
consideration, emphasizing a new perspective, which could expand our knowledge on this 
topic.

Prehistoric Cyclades: bioarchaeological interpretations 

 
The interaction between humans and the environment in the Aegean prehistory is a 

particularly interesting field of research. For the study of the island cultures and specifically 
to our better understanding of the problems associated with the peculiarities and 
particularities or the similarities and loans from neighbouring mainland areas provide 
valuable knowledge of the existing palaeo-environmental  conditions at the prehistoric 
times. Paleo-environmental data are shown so far from the Aegean islands and particularly 
from the Cyclades, at least from the Mesolithic period onwards. Information on the 
paleomorphology, the geological and climatic conditions, as well as the analyses on flora and 
fauna in association with the paleoanthropological residues argue various archaeological 
interpretive approaches of cultural development and evolution in the prehistoric Cyclades. 

As it is known this island complex and is a communication bridge for living 
organisms, which connects the center of the Aegean Sea, with both mainland Greece and 
the Near East. The emergence of the human species on the islands and the biological, social 
and cultural processes that followed can be answered better if they will be seen in relation 
to bioarcaeological residues found there. From several archaeological sites there have been 
published and there are currently studied seeds, animal bones, sea shells, fish bones and 
human skeletal material. The general picture provided outlines sufficiently the circle of life, 
the activities and the animal and human movements in the area. In several cases, these 
studies are also referred to the ideology and the relations between the inhabitants of the 
prehistoric settlements with each other and with neighbouring regions.

The outbreak of World War I found the Greece politically divided. 
  
The confrontation between the Prime Minister Eleftherios Venizelos with the King 

Constantine for the position of Greece in the war will be the cause of national disintegration. 
It is noteworthy the fact that the confrontation between the two men not only led to 
extreme flushing of political passions, but also led to the territorial fragmentation of the 
country. In other words, Greece was cut in two states. In southern Greece there was the 
State of Athens and north, the State of Thessaloniki - Provisional Government of Thessaloniki 
- which included Macedonia, Crete and the Cyclades. The accession of the Cyclades in the so-
called State of Thessaloniki is a special piece in the mosaic of the history of the National 
Schism. It has special interest for historical research to seek the underlying causes of this 
accession. In one aspect, the period that appeared the movement of National Defense, the 
people of Cyclades faced a serious food crisis. Both the sinking of the steamboat carrying 
food from German submarines and the power of the fleet of British and the French in the 
Aegean, led the people of the islands in hard position. The dominance of the Entente fleet in 
the Aegean held largely the attitude of the people of Cyclades. 

       However, the accession of the Cyclades in the State of Thessaloniki was not without 
bloodshed. The bloody events of Apeiranthos testify that the accession was not acceptable 
to the entire population. Undoubtedly, there were royalist groups within the Cyclades, 
which are reacted dynamically to the adherence of the islands in the State of Venizelos.

Santorini (Thera), Anafi and Ios: Space, Economy and Demography (19th 

century) 
The three islands, Santorini, Anafi and Ios, although adjacent, characterized, in the 

long term, of notable differences between them, geographic, economic and demographic . 
These data are detected from the Ottoman period, in which largely took place, moreover, 
their configuration, and then in the 19th century, with the integration of islands in the Greek 
state, these differences were new dimensions, visible until today. 

In this essay, the above exposed confirmed, clarified and strengthened its archival 
material, which are used, while the most important of these have already been transcribed, 
to be published in the Proceedings of the Conference, as an annex to the recommendation. 

The unpublished archival documents, of the 19th century, spring from the General 
State Archives, completely unknown the most of them. It is geographical memos, 
settlements recordings and detailed population censuses. Furthermore, for comparative 
purposes, are also used elements of the 20th century, published in their majority, relevant 
to the economic character of the islands and their demographic potentiality. Therefore, the 
final conclusions of the essay have, in fact, according to a high degree of reliability.

Interlocal Architecture: Proposals and Examples for the Natural and 

Cultural Landscape of the Cyclades 
 
Architects create forms that reflect the unique characteristics of their surroundings only 

to the extent that they analyze and recognize those elements. For practical, functional and 
symbolic needs, architects invent, interpret and build according to their formation, aesthetic 
perception and personal experience. In so doing, they “complement” the environment 
capturing and highlighting its unique features and, more often than not, redressing wounds. 
Thus, their role in the creation of contemporary forms becomes significant. 

Today, however, in the name of safeguarding locality, i.e. the particular local character, 
by strict building constraints, a brutal monotony of form is reproduced.  And the uniformity 
imposed by market forces through the use of standard materials and forms and the 
imitation of structural and cultural norms has the opposite effect, leading to the loss of local 
identity. 

In order to develop broader aspects of the concept of locality, I have introduced the term 
interlocality, as a counterweight to the routine application of morphological rules practiced 
in the present ailing system of building production. Interlocality, as proposed, highlights 
universal values that underlie the specific identity of the traditional environment of each 
place and are expressed in various ways. It refers to design principles that are imbued with 
sensitivity towards the environment and its history, commonly accepted principles 
applicable to all environments. The harmonization of the architecture with the given 
landscape (material environment and climate) is an interlocal undertaking, while each 
interlocal intervention limits arbitrariness and reduces environmental damage. 

I argue that strengthening diversity is a desirable quality in terms of interest which 
maintains and provides complexity to the next higher structure (city, symbolism, ideas). I 
suggest, namely, integration to achieve diversity, not uniformity.

The Apollo sanctuary on Despotiko: new evidence on its topography and spatial organization 
In the centre of the Cyclades lies the uninhabited island of Despotiko. Since 1997 systematic 
excavations on the site Mandra have brought to light an extensive archaic sanctuary. It 
flourished in the 6th c. BC, but evidence shows cult activity already from the LG times. The 
god mainly worshipped there in the archaic period was Apollo and it is possible that his 
sister Artemis was also worshipped. In the Classical period the sanctuary was a place of 
worship for the goddess Hestia Isthmia too. Yearly research led by archaeologist Y. Kourayos 
(Ephorate of Antiquities of the Cyclades) offers valuable evidence for the articulate spatial 
organization and the topography of the sanctuary, which in terms of size can be compared 
only to the Apollo sanctuary on Delos. To date 13 buildings have been excavated 
(Á,Â,Ã,Ä,Å,Æ,Ç,È,É,Ê,Ë,Ì ,N), while at the tip of the peninsula various other structures can be 
seen, such as a circular tower and a square observation post. The five buildings that have 
been found on the uninhabited islet Tsimintiri, east of Despotiko, with which it was 
connected in antiquity, must be included in the greater area of the sanctuary. The temenos 
was the heart of the sanctuary and was bordered by a peribolos that was approximately 
2,250 sq. m and had two gates. In the west stood the temple and the hestiatorion. Attached 
on the peribolos are two more cult buildings (buildings Ä and Å) and in the centre of it was a 
semi-circular structure identified with an altar. A few metres south of the temenos are the 
recently discovered buildings M and N and the South Complex; it features a loutron and 
other ancillary buildings meeting the needs of priesthood and visitors. Outside the temenos, 
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on the route visitors would follow from the coast up to the temenos there were four more 
large buildings (Â,Ã, Ç, Æ).

A classical cemetery at Xobourgo on Tenos 

 
This paper presents a short report on the ongoing research in the cemetery of the 

Classical period at the site of Xobourgo on Tenos. The cemetery situated on the eastern 
slope of the Xobourgo hill was partially excavated for the first time in 1956. The site, known 
as “ƒardalakos cemetery” after the name of the owner of the field, became well-known in 
the archaeological literature mainly because of the high quality of some grave stelai found in 
or around the cemetery. Recent research at the site illustrates issues related to the variety 
of grave types and expands our knowledge of the burial customs of the island.

Special tendencies of beneficial contribution in educational field (19th - 
beginnings of 20thcentury). The case of benefactors of island of Syros  
 
The main subject of this presentation will focus on revealing that the phenomenon of 
national benefaction from the beginnings of the 19th until the beginnings of 20th century 
constitutes a very important side of the Greek history. The educational field, especially the 
primary and secondary education, as a sector of national priority, has accepted the generous 
either conventional gesture of benefactors who lived within the country either in abroad. 
We attempt to approach the different dimensions of the phenomenon of benefaction 
focusing on the case of the island of Syros, because of its social, historical and economic 
particularities as also of its society open to a great variety of faces of the beneficial 
contribution in education. The study is supported –in addition to bibliographic reports - by 
the result of a wide research based on published or unpublished archives concerning 
personal letters or testaments of different benefactors where they left their own personal 
imprint and from where emerges their own profile.  
Regardless of their social, economical, ideological or other differentiations, the benefactors 
of Syros surpassing prejudices and suspending powers, influenced by a large variety of 
motives - amongst which that of survival and maintenance of culture and that of the 
national development through education - contributed a great deal to the multisided 
reinforcement of the Greek educational formation, replacing the delay of the State by 
responding to important needs of the country.

Archaic Melian pottery: new evidence of the recent excavations 

 
The material evidence of archaic Melos, one of the most important poleis of 

the Aegean, is scarce. The famous sculptures or jewelry and gemstones, exhibited in 
the National Archaeological Museum or abroad, reveal the originality and dynamics 
of its archaic art. 
The evidence of archaic Melian pottery if even more obscure: after the attribution of 
the so-called “Melian” pottery to the archaic Parian workshops, the identified local 
production is limited to some sherds and vases, found in surveys or rescue 
excavations conducted by the Ephorate of Antiquites of the Cyclades (former 23st 
EPCA). 

This paper examines briefly the older evidence for the archaic pottery of Melos, 
to focus later on the ceramics found in the course of a rescue excavation at the site 
of “Aggeria”. Širstly, we discuss the characteristics of the find, in terms of the 
identified pottery shapes and classes, while focusing on the most interesting sherds 
and vases. Based on these, we will attempt to define the general outline of local 
production in the Archaic period, both referring to the preferred shapes and 
decoration motifs, in the frame of their archaeological context

It was in May 1967 that the excavation close to the sea shore of the modern village 

Akrotiri (Thera) started. The excavator was the late professor Sp. Marinatos and in the very 
first days of the project, the remains of a building were revealed and soon after that the 
series of the standing pithoi along the external wall. This building was later named the 
Storeroom of the Pithoi or Sector A.  
The axial structure of the three rooms that has no parallel in the prehistoric settlement of 
Akrotiri, the large amount of built installations and the numerous finds created a unique 
combination of interesting architectural details, along with a great variety in ceramic types.  
 Although the large number of finds and the built-in installations that are preserved 
in this building give a vivid picture of the interior of a Late Bronze Age building in function, 
the problems of interpretation that are created are many. The main aim of the researcher is 
to interpret the use of a building. In this case I would say that we have a number of co-
existing uses, which we are asked to "see" and name.

The masonry chancel screens of churches on Naxos, 13th-14th century. 
                                                                                     

This study focuses mainly on cases of masonry chancel screens with mural 
decoration, from churches on Naxos. The presentation of their iconographic themes, 
concerning their iconographic and stylistic characteristics as well as their position in the 
iconographic program of the churches, enriches the known data for the monumental 
painting on the island, during the 13th and 14th century. At the same time, the monumental 
painting on the island flourishes, to stop abruptly after the first decades of the 14th century. 

Additionally, there are references to examples without painted decorations.The 
categorization of known cases depending on the size and ways of construction, lead to 
significant quantitative and qualitative approaches. Also, the identification of the churcheś  
positions with masonry chancel screens lead to some indicative conclusions on the 
dispersion of the phenomenon on the island. 

The important remark on the absence of marble sculptural decoration in the 
churches of Naxos in the period after the Latin occupation of Cyclades, including the 
sculptural decoration of the chancel screen, undoubtedly allows the formulation of 
substantive speculations on the issue. 

Finally, a brief reference to the evolution of the chancel screen on Naxos (material, size, 
decoration) before the period under discussion as well as the attempt of interpretation of 
the rather frequent use of the type of masonry chancel screen on Naxos at this time in 
conjunction with the relevant contemporary examples of other regions, create a complete 
view of the subject.

21st century Santorini – a cultural homecoming to earth 

 
Since prehistoric ages the volcanic isle of Santorini has weathered acute transformations 

of its geomorphology only to emerge as a unique combination of landscape and habitat, 
which is known for its exquisite beauty.   

Santorini’s history is recorded in the formations and layers of its earth, while its 
traditional architecture –which very much influenced Le Corbusier- is an inventory of ways 
man improvised home: its architectural heritage features a balancing act between a 
shortage in building materials and the resilience of Santorini’s volcanic soil.  

After deadly volcano eruptions and earthquake disasters, tourism poses the next severe 
threat for Santorini at the dawn of the 21st century.  Due to a lack of a comprehensive 
preservation framework, the Cycladic isle’s uni‹ue natural environment and handmade 
habitat fall prey to heavy touristic inflows.  

As Santorini’s habitat epitomizes merging, mutually inclusive worlds of natural and 
manmade homescapes, it’s preservation –physically and culturally - specifically calls usto 
think in different ways about heritage, nature and their interface. 

The paper argues that there can be no comprehensive approach towards Santorini’s 
heritage without a focus on its earth as the cause and imprint of the inherent cultural values. 
Thus the link between nature and culture is key to the preservation and the revival of the 
core values of Santorini’s cultural territory.

One common point between archaeology and ethnography is that both could be 

considered as disciplines concerning the past. From their interdisciplinary interaction 
emerges the scientific field known as Archaeological Ethnography (Schwartz & Holtorf, 
1999). Archaeological Ethnography ideally operates complementary to excavation, emerging 
from the need to investigate contemporary communities surrounding the research site and 
their ways of interaction with the archaeological remains. That was the framework of the 
ethnographic research that took place in summer 2015. The research focused on the area of 
Stelida in Naxos and the excavation conducted by the Ephoreia of Cyclades and McMaster 
University. Primary concern was the collection of information (written and oral) on the 
modern history of the area. Our inquiries also focused on the rhetorics on the archaeological 
activity, expressed by various communities and their commentaries on contemporary issues 
in relation to the excavation. Myths and tales concerning archaeological activity were also 
present, a type of oral history that could provide alternative interpretations, after adequate 
processing (Kenna, 1992). Overall, this paper focuses on the multiple dynamics generated in 
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the area of excavation, producing a series of interpretations that could be used in a later 
stage of the archaeological project.

mean for tackling their isolation and promoting their cultural particularity 
 
The European …nion defines an ‘island’ as that portion of land that is surrounded by sea and 
is at least one kilometer far from the mainland. The concept of ‘insularity’ refers to the 
attributes connected with the island area. According to the particular examination of 
insularity, one has to acknowledge specific weaknesses that differentiate the islands from 
the mainland, such as, social isolation, economic obstacles and a reduced physical size. 
The Cyclades consist of a group of 24 inhabitated islands and some smaller islands and islets. 
Naxos is the largest one covering an area of nearly 430 sq. klms over the total of 2.571,8 sq. 
klms. These islands manifest extreme biodiversity, particular division and dispersion. The 
proximity of this island cluster with the Athenian urban center augments these features and 
contributes to the small area cohesion and lack of intra – island connections. Moreover, 
tourism creates dangers concerning the loss of their identity and hinders new forms of 
development. Especially, after changes in the population composition, resulting from the 
seasonal fluctuations, the increasing long term installation of foreigners as well as the 
appearance of a large number of economic immigrants. These developments hamper the 
cooperation among the islands manifesting acute differences, such as, between the super 
tourist Mykonos and the remote Sikinos. The special conditions facing the Cyclades have 
been recognized and an effort is made to overcome them with the implementation of 
European, national, regional and local policies.  
The aim of this paper is to examine these policies. Especially, how they contribute in lifting 
the obstacles that follow the insular character of the Cyclades, such as, the mono-culture of 
tourism in their modern economic life and if they contribute to the emergence of new 
economic centers and development nodes. Also, these policies will be investigated, as far as 
they advance the necessary cooperation among the islands that will safeguard their identity 
with the aid of new technologies, as a specific geographic entity with its own unique 
characteristics.

An ethnoarchaeological example from upland Naxos 

 
Ethnoarchaeological research is tightly connected with the study of prehistory. In Greece 

it finds constructive ground in areas where traditional practices of farm life are still active.  
The starting point is the study of an assemblage from the neolithic settlement of Ftelia 

Mykonos, of the ‘r"chaud type vases’. These are a local variation of an enigmatic ceramic 
vessel, commonly found across Greece during the Neolithic period. Most probably they 
functioned as portable hearths. 

Ethnoarchaeological research can shed light on their usage and role during the Neolithic 
period. According to oral information, similar vessels were used on Mykonos in the recent 
past. Even more importantly, after brief ethnoarchaeological investigation on Naxos, it was 
possible to locate the same vessel actively in use today. 

The continuation of an element of the material culture from the Neolithic period to the 
present has manifold importance: on one hand, it offers new potential to the interpretation 
of prehistory. On the other hand, it contributes to the understanding and  self-definition of 
contemporary societies of the Cyclades

The Caves of Irakleia: Preliminary Results from Fieldwork Conducted in 

2013-2014 
In this talk, we present parts of field research conducted in caves on the island of Irakleia 

(Cyclades), particularly in the karst complex of Agios Ioannis-Kyklopas, located in the SW part 
of the island. The research aims 1) to collect data on the role of caves as human activity 
places, as few caves have been explored so far in the Aegean islands, particularly the 
Cyclades and 2) contribute to the overall research and rescue of an archaeological site 
located in isolated and inaccessible environment. The work on Irakleia produced evidence 
for diachronic cave use, ranging from the Neolithic until modern times. Moreover, the data 
allow us to reconstruct the various aspects of caves use on islands (e.g., economic, ritual, 
and so on). We conclude the paper by offering some preliminary interpretations of the data 
from this still ongoing project.

1995-2015: Thesmophoria in the Cyclades, the status quo of research 
 
At the previous (2nd) Cycladological Congress in 1995 was presented a preliminary 

evaluation of the surface finds of an unexcavated Sanctuary of Demeter (probably a 
Thesmophorion), which had recently been located and identified on the acropolis of the 
ancient polis of Kythnos. 

Various attempts for the investigation of relevant sanctuaries in the area of the Cycladic 
island followed, either by in situ investigations, or by assessment of the primary publications. 
In our presentation we aim to proceed to a review of the research progress during last two 
decades, and we will point out the aims and loose ends of research and current knowledge. 

In the center of the presentation will be placed the appraisal of the conclusions offered 
by the investigation of the kythnian sanctuary, for the level of the Cycladic environment as 
also for the relations of cult with Athens/Attica. Lastly, we aim to point out the limits for any 
kind of hermeneutical amplification of these conclusions, as the risks created by eventual 
premature generalizations.

The institutional framework for building and protecting traditional 

settlements on Santorini: from theory to practice 
The traditional settlements on the island of Santorini provide evidence of a significant 

architectural heritage. Their inhabitants created unique housing groups over the centuries 
and decades prior to the mid-20th century, using the ordinary tools and materials of their 
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homeland. In July of 1956, Santorini suffered a devastating earthquake followed by the 
large-scale re-location of its population to Piraeus and Athens. The island received decisive 
state interventions (post-seismic reconstruction, the Greek National Tourism Organization 
programme for the town of Oia). In recent decades, and particularly after 2000, Santorini 
has become one of the world’s top tourist destinations. Because of this massive growth of 
tourism, it has seen many major changes, which have been regulated by the private sector. 

The demands of tourism created a surge of construction activity on new sites and the 
reconstruction of existing ones, with a change of use and form. Traditional cores were 
expanded, settlements were merged. This paper will present the effects of implementing the 
institutional framework for building and protecting traditional settlements, as well as the 
framework for shaping the broader environment. Thoughts are likewise expressed about 
future development within the context of viability. Issues are raised about the incorporation 
of new buildings into a traditional environment and changes in the existing structures.

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The unpublished wall printings of the rock-cut church of Saint Antony, in 
Rmerovigli  Mhira (14th century) early monument of jus patronatus(?)   

 
In this study, the wall printings of the northern part of the rock-cut, twin church of 

Saint Anthony are being presented. On the main part of the church which is segregated from 
the bema with an arch entrance, the sufferings of Saint George Diasoritis are distinguished. 
The lack of cylinder conch, forced the painter to develop the hierarchs on the free surfaces 
around the absidiole – table cippus, and on the near free surfaces. We can discern the 
Mother of God, Prophets, Holly Shroud, and on both sides of the entrance, the Annunciation 
of Holly Mary standing, including the Angel running. In the intrados, we can see medals of 
the Prophets, Solomon and David. The wall printings can be dated possibly around 14th 
century. 

The different perception in rendering the facial characteristics, of the older figures in 
the bema, which are related to the portrayals of horseback Saint George, and differ 
significantly to the facial characteristics sufferings of Saint George, leads us to believe that 
two painters have painted the church. We can clearly see western influences, on the 
sufferings of Saint George, probably painted by a Catholic painter. 

The western elements that are shown, such as the blessing hand of the priest, womb 
and spurs, can lead us to the admission that this is an early monument of Jus Patronatus(?) 
application, in other words ownership law, associated to ecclesiastical rights.

 Relative sea level changes during the prehistoric and historic period in 

the area of the Northern Cyclades and their impact on ancient coastal 
settlements. 
 

Geomorphological, archaeological and historical evidence of various sea level stands and 
the relative sea level changes between them from the islands of Keos, Andros, Kythnos and 
Syros, and the insular group of Mykonos, Rhenia and Delos, enabled us to define five distinct 
sea level stands for the area of the Northern Cyclades and plot the relative sea level change 
curve during the last 5,000 years.  

The Upper Holocene history of sea level change in the Northern Cyclades begins with the 
sea level at -5.0 ± 0.10 m lower than at present. The dating of this level is associated with a 
time interval between the end of the Neolithic Era and the end of the Early Bronze Age 
(3300 BC - 2000 BC). The traces of early habitation in the bays of Mikres and Megales Poles 
(SE Keos) found at the depth of -4.12 m to -3.10 m and the sudden, without violence, 
abandonment of the promontory settlement of Ayia Irini dating back to the Early Bronze 
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Age, were most likely related to this earliest sea level stand and its abrupt change to the 
following. 

The next youngest sea level is detected throughout the area of the Northern Cyclades at 
the depth of -3.60 ± 0.30 m. The dating of this sea level, between the end of the Early Bronze 
Age and the end of the Hellenistic period (2000 BC - 30 BC), is made indirectly by comparison 
with the functional elevation of the the prehistoric settlement of Ayia Irini (2000 BC - 1300 
BC) and the harbour installation in the Otzias bay (4th century BC) on the north coast of 
Keos, the functional level of the extensive harbour installations of ancient Karthaia on SE 
Keos (from the 8th century BC to the end of prosperity at ca. 180 BC), the coastal 
fortification of classical Palaeopolis (5th to 3th century BC) on W Andros, and the submerged 
classical archaeological layers at -3.65 m to -3.85 m in the ancient harbour of Vryokastro in 
Mandraki bay, on W Kythnos.  

The sea level of -2.35 ± 0.15 m has been dated back from the end of the Hellenistic period 
to at least the mid-1st century AD (from 30 BC to ca. AD 40). The dating was achieved by 
correlation with the functional elevation of the Hellenistic – Roman shipshed on the south 
coast of Poises bay on W Keos, the submerged Roman structure in the Gulf of Exo Steno at 
the southernmost edge of Andros, the Roman harbour of ancient Palaeopolis on W Andros, 
the Hellenistic coastal defence constructions at the sea front of ancient Delos, and the 
submerged at -2.45 m Roman harbour installations in Mandraki bay on W Kythnos. 
However, this sea level stand may have been prolonged until the Early Venetian occupation 
period of Cyclades (AD 1207). 

The next sea level stand at -1.40 ± 0.10 m is dated to the ƒenetian occupation period of 
Cyclades (1207 - 1566). The dating was achieved by comparison with the functional levels of 
a sea defence wall and a shipshed of the Venetian period on the coast of Nimporio in Chora 
on E Andros. 

Finally, the sea level at -0.85 ± 0.15 m was determined on the coast of Keos, Andros, and 
Delos and its change to the current sea level should be ascribed to the last 400 years. 
The strategic position and coastal morphology were the main selection criteria for the 
establishment of a town-harbour in the prehistoric and historic period throughout the 
Aegean. The site selection of Ayia Irini promontory and Karthaia in the Poles bay on Keos, 
the ancient Palaeopolis on Andros and the west coast of Delos satisfies this principle. In their 
century-long history, earthquakes and their attendant macroseismic phenomena not only 
destroy anthropogenic constructions but sometimes also change the relationship between 
land and sea. Dynamic changes in sea level alter the natural features of the coast or may 
immerse the coastal harbour installations, thereby eliminating the comparative advantage 
provided by the location.

Milos in the First Phase (1821-1823) – period of initiation and 

stabilization of the Greek Revolution. Testimonials and witnessed facts 
 
In the early 19th century. Milos began to recover after the destruction-devastation of 

Chora (1767), the medieval capital of the island and the urban redevelopment of its area. 
However, its participation in the 1821 Liberation War is clear, carrying information on 
strategic naval planning, participating with ships on operations at sea, emerging as a theater 
of wars, accepting refugees-expatriate compatriots from the Peloponnese and other Aegean 
islands as well as refusing to declare submission to Pasha Kapoudan when he anchored with 
seventy six ships (August 1823), for this purpose, at its southern coastline. These, among 
others, are demonstrated-with this statement-on the basis of life on Milos during this critical 
period. 

 This paper called for a specific research in the General State Archives, on archival 
collections of Gennadius Library, the Library of the Hellenic Parliament and the archives of 
the Municipality of Milos which being currently created. To answer the research hypotheses, 
the question was approached from a historical-sociological viewpoint. We proceeded to a 
quality, reason-orientated, analysis of evidence, evaluating learning resources. The 
reviewing historic interpretation is both boosted by, and boosting, the previous two 
methodological recommendations.

Odysseus Elytis, contemporary Greek poet awarded with Nobel Prize, describes, in his 
collage perception presented in our abstract, rocky masses and deserted coasts of islands, 
emerging from the blue sea. Tiny chapels in the isle wilderness and fish boats on this natural 
landscape background are projected, to indicate the folk culture and Aegean tradition. 
However this artistic imagery is always supplemented, in Elytis’ collages, by an ancient 
kouros’ body, his back turned towards the onlooker, his face gazing the total composition of 
nature and human culture.  
If the above description may be valid for the largest part of Hellenic sea space, it is even 
more characteristic for Cycladic islands and sea, to which Elytis’ poetry refers par excellence. 
Thus Cyclades constitute an exemplary case of cultural seascape, in which solid earth, 
usually prevailing in our sedentary conception, is not the principal space element. This 
landscape is fundamentally characterized by the wave quality of the sea, organized through 
marine networks for sailing vessels with nodal points of ports. 
 The previous seascape idiosyncrasy does not only reverse the conventional 
perception of landscape, correlated to earth stability. Moreover it recalls the historic depth 
of an age long civilization. It preserves in its liquid belly the memory of old inscriptions, the 
“immanence” of ancient origin, to which Elytis also refers according to our introductory 
quote. Images of surreal Mediterranean light out of this precious seascape are produced, as 
counter response to Western gothic darkness. Towards this poetic proposal our comment is 
oriented, insisting on the fact that the contemporary enforcement of the natural and 
cultural identity of the sacred cycle of Cyclades is not correlated to touristic motivation only. 
In a broader sense it possesses a political final significance, as a request for the invigoration 
of the specific Hellenic physiognomy, for the return to the primordial sea uterus from where 
our civilization was born. Such a request appears to be extremely important in periods of 
crisis.

The Aegean submarine volcanoes 

 
Submarine volcanoes form a "window" to the interior of the Earth and therefore exhibit a 

multidisciplinary scientific interest all over the world. In order to explore them, high 
technology underwater vehicles are re‹uired and they are designated as “Natural 
Laboratories” where biological and geological phenomena in extreme environments are 
being studied. 

Volcanism in the South Aegean Sea initiated 3-4 million years ago and is composed by 
four volcanic fields which comprise terrestrial and submarine volcanoes (Methana, Milos-
Antimilos, Santorini, Nisyros) with a similar morphologic relief up to 1200m. Over the last 
years, mapping and seismic imaging of the seafloor of the Aegean Sea, allowed us to 
discover submarine volcanoes, which have been developed in neotectonic basins and are 
delineated by active fault zones. Kolumbo is the most active submarine volcano NE of 
Santorini and the last eruption of it was in 1650 AD causing damage to several neighboring 
islands. At a depth of 500 meters, on the northeast part of the crater an active hydrothermal 
field with polymetallic chimneys, which produce gas (99% CO2) and fluid at temperatures up 
to 220oC, dominates. 

Geological hazards (volcanic eruptions, earthquakes, landslides, tsunamis) that 
accompany the presence of submarine volcanoes require systematic monitoring with high 
technology equipment, especially when they are developed near residential areas and 
shallow depths.

Restoration of the ancient temple and hestiatorion of apollo’s sanctuary on despotiko island 
of antiparos 
Since 1997, an extensive ancient sanctuary has been excavated by the archaeologist, Yannos 
Kourayos (Ephorate of Antiquities of Cyclades), at the site of Mantra on Despotiko Island of 
Antiparos. The temenos has been built on a prominent plateau protected by a peribolos 
(enclosure). On the west side of the temenos were standing the Temple and the Hestiatorion 
with dimensions of 12,65 × 16,70 m and 11,80 × 17,30 m respectively. These buildings were 
the most important of the sanctuary and the centre of cult activity. These are the largest and 
best preserved architectural remains, with a great number of marble architectural members 
in their original place, as well as out-of-place ones, having been identified. The 
archaeological research and architectural and morphological documentation focus on those 
buildings so that the representation of the area under restoration will be absolutely reliable. 
Although both are two separate constructions in terms of chronological, and functional 
aspect, the Temple and the Hestiatorion are considered a single monumental complex 
concerning the restoration proposals. Common restoration and composition principles shall 
govern the interventions regarding protection and conservation, additions in height and 
individual reconstructions, materials, and enhancement-related techniques. Apart from the 
restoration and conservation of individual structural elements, a main goal of the restoration 
is the three-dimensional enhancement. According to the architectural and static study, the 
stylobates are completed with both ancient and new material and entire columns and parts 
of columns are restored in their original position. The restored columns include ancient and 
new marble drums and capitals to uphold part of the entablature (architraves, taeniae, 
triglyphs, metopes and cornices, mostly ancient). The stability of the restored colonnades is 
further ensured by the restoration of the southern pilaster (antis) of the Temple and the 
attachment of the colonnades with it, upon a proposal of the Directorate for the Restoration 
of Ancient Monuments. It is moreover proposed the completion of rows of marble stone 
plinths and thresholds and gate pilasters along the western wall of the prostoon based on 
the reintegration of ancient material.

The manufacture of Early Cycladic figurines: experimental approaches 

and archaeological conclusions 
 

The marble Cycladic-type figurines have been traditionally regarded as the hallmark and the 
peak of the culture that developed in the Cyclades during the 3rd millennium BC. However, 
most of the parameters related to their manufacture, symbolism and use remain largely 
unknown, mainly due to the fact that only a small number of figurines derive from proper 
excavations. Šor this reason they are often approached as objects of ‘high’ art, detached 
from their cultural and historic context. 
Moreover, because of the lack of sufficient contextual evidence concerning their 
manufacture, many interpretations are based on untenable hypotheses and unfounded 
theories about the existence of ‘masters’ or artists, a high degree of specialization, increased 
technical knowledge, special toolkits and increased investment of time and energy for the 
making of these figurines. 
With the above in mind, the authors started in 2013 a research project involving the 
experimental manufacture of Cycladic-type figurines with the aim of recording the 
parameters related to the manufacturing of Cycladic-type figurines: the potentials and 
limitations of the raw materials and the tools, the necessary time and energy, the 
intermediate stages of the manufacturing procedure, the possible pitfalls and the degree of 
craft specialization needed for their production. The results of our experiments allow some 
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interesting conclusions concerning not only the manufacture of these figurines, but also 
their role and importance for the small communities of the Early Bronze Age Cyclades.

The Agora of Andros during the Hellenistic Times. New Evidence. 
 
The University of Athens excavations in the area of the agora of the ancient 

capital of Andros island has brought to light ten buildings and four flagstone roads, 
constructed on two terraces. Four of the buildings and three of the roads are dated 
to the Hellenistic era. These remnants belong to two phases, the most important of 
which is dated to the period of the Pergamene occupation of the island (199-133 
BC), during which two stoae and a building with a monumental propylon and a 
peristyle inner court were constructed. One of the stoae, of doric style, is revealed in 
the lower terrace, while the second stoa and the building with the propylon in the 
upper. This paper will present the recent findings of the excavation, referring to the 
latter and to the stoa in the lower terrace. At the back of this stoa a fountain is 
revealed, connected to sewer and water supply pipes. Its walls are plastered with 
mortar, on two layers, painted white, red and blue-green. The plaster and the colors 
were analysed, in order to find out their chemical and mineralogical characterisation, 
while a conservation study of the fountain's remains was carried out.

Byzantine Figurative Sculptures from Andros 

 
Andros predominates in the sculptural production of the Cyclades in the Middle 

Byzantine period, as far as it concerns the amount and the quality of the surviving works. 
Four churches of the 12th c., the Chora Archaeological Museum and several later 
monuments preserve in situ or as spolia an extremely rich collection of architectural 
sculpture in marble. This material includes a small group of unpublished reliefs representing 
holy figures, consisting of four fragments found in Taxiarchis Mesarias (1158) and Taxiarchis 
Melidas (12th c.), which probably come from marble icons originally decorating the interior 
of these churches. The representation of human figure in marble icons or on architectural 
members is rather rare in the sculpture of this period and when it appears, it gives evidence 
of contacts with the major artistic centers of the era. On the grounds of style and execution, 
the reliefs from Andros can be connected with works from Tenos and Naxos and ascribed to 
a high quality workshop that was active in the Cyclades from the mid-12th c. onwards.

In an international conference concerning Cyclades, which intends to record every 
interesting Cycladic research, in order to promote every relevant study and in that way, to 
motivate every adjunctive speculation, we thought that it would be useful to suggest a 
reference to the revolutionary struggle for religious and insular freedom of Cyclades during 
the days of the Bishop of Paronaxia, Ierotheos Aristarchou (1820-1833), considering the 
value of the related events and the diachrony of their pluralistic content. However, in order 
to combine this introduction with the special character of the circumstance, we should also 
explain the issues of the suggested reference, just like they led us to formulate it. Given 
these facts and considering that the time, that Ierotheos Aristarchou remained on the 
episcopal throne of Paronaxia, falls into a time period, which is known for its continuous 
changes and respective phases of political evolution, ecclesiastical and legal status in the 
Cycladic and generally in the Greek territory, we will attempt to collect all the needed 
information, by having in mind all the above general and specific scope, in order to explain 
all these stages of development between 1820 and 1833.

Filling in the map of ancient Melos: the contribution of recent excavations 
to archaeological research on the island. 

 
The volcanic island of Melos, the fifth largest in the Cyclades, is the dominant 

member of the group of isles and islets which define the southwestern approach to the 
Aegean Sea. Its favourable geographical position, geological structure, and deep gulf which 
provides a safe and natural anchorage, determined its development over the ages and 
shaped its historical progress. 

With human presence traced from the Neolithic Period, Melos, according to the 
archaeological data, developed into an important centre of the prehistoric Aegean during 
the Bronze Age and was prosperous in many historical periods up to the end of antiquity. 
Despite the fact that the archaeological remains, scattered all over the island, provide 
indications of human activities from Prehistoric to Roman times at more than 100 sites, 
there have been no systematic research excavations apart from those at the prehistoric city 
of Phylakopi. 

During the last decade, applications for building and quarry expansion permits have 
provided the opportunity for discovery of new and previously unknown sites of various 
periods of antiquity, in both eastern and western Melos. Some were investigated in the 
context of rescue excavations, bringing to light architectural structures and other finds, 
which provide new information and increase the number of known sites. 
This paper is a first presentation of the sites referred to and of the excavation finds which 
enrich our knowledge of ancient Melos and add new data to the archaeological map of the 
island.

This seems to be the case of Cyclades, where the local societies continued their coinages, 
although extremely restricted, according to the special needs of the islands. There, it is 
possible to discern a rather high number of issues with the empress’s portrait, which could 
be assigned to the imperial policy alongside the augmented presence of women in the local 
common affairs.

Preliminary excavation results from part of the south cemetery in Paros 

Island. Thoughts and questions 
 

During the two excavation periods, one in December 2011 and the second between 
May and June 2015, due to the construction of a new building, a site situated at “Stauros” in 
Paroikia Paros, was excavated. The excavation revealed part of the south cemetery, which is 
extended at the SE of the town as well. In particular, ten burials of several types were 
revealed in total. These burials are dated from the 4th BC until Late Roman times. The 
majority of them are particulary poor. 

Primarily, the report will deal with the nature of the cemetery as a whole, its 
location and its comparison with the official north cemetery situated at "Vitzi". Secondarily, 
there will be an effort to develop a series of questions, such as the reasons for the initial 
choise at the East side, its possible and quick abandonment with the concurrent abundance 
of burieals at the West side. Moreover, another fundamental issue are the reasons of 
development of burials at the West side. Are there any corretlation with the proximity of a 
district in the city suburbs, with the social provenance of the deccased, with a possible 
popoulation upsurge of the ancient city without imposed its south siting or was associated 
with the sanctuaries of Asxlepius and Apollo Pythios which were situated in close proximity 
to it?

The Fraternity of Tinians in Athens and its Cultural Activity. 

A look into'the'association’s'archi•es 
 

The Fraternity of Tinians in Athens is one of the oldest associations in Greece with an 
active role until the present day. It was created in 1876 after the Company of People’s 
Šriends (1866) and the ‘Parnassos’ Literary Society (1873). Even though the main purpose of 
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the Fraternity was the ethical and material support of the island of Tinos and its people, its’ 
cultural activity was unprecedetent for a philanthropic organization. From the beginning of 
its function, the Fraternity of Tinians in Athens has promoted the artists of Tinos as an 
alternative way of promoting the island. The main purpose of this paper is to highlight the 
cultural activity of the association as derived through its archives.  

From the first meetings of the association at the marble workshop of Fytalis Brothers and 
its’ second in the row president, the famous painter Nikiforos Lytras, until the creation of the 
Museum of Tinian Artists in Tinos, the Fraternity started cooperating with artists from a very 
early stage. In the middle of 1920’s the association created a special Artistic Committee 
consisted of major Greek painters, sculptors and architects. The mission of the Committee 
was to collect works of art for the museum in Tinos, being in charge for public art 
commissions in the island etc.  

The cultural activities of the Fraternity of Tinians in Athens contributed to the creation of 
an island ‘phenomenon’. It is remarkable that until 1970 Tinos has already had an artistic 
museum, a professional school of fine arts and a special museum dedicated to one of the 
most important artists in Greece, the Tinian sculptor Yiannoulis Chalepas. Additionally the 
Fraternity of Tinian in Athens has been collaborating from the beginning of its existence with 
the Pan – Hellenic Holy Institution of the Evangelistria Church of Tinos for giving scholarships 
to young and promising artists. The Fraternity of Tinian in Athens is active until present. The 
most important recent activity was in 2012 when, in cooperation with the Municipality of 
Syros Island, they rescued and restored the sculpture of Demetrios Vafiadakis (1804 – 1898) 
Meyer of Hermoupolis in the 19th century, made by Lazarus Sohos.

On the occasion of Syros' towers 

 
 The subject of isolated "towers" (the ancient Greek term pyrgos is appropriate only in 
relation to the walls of a city), i.e. patrol stations, watch-towers etc., or a fortified building of 
a private farmhouse, scattered all over the territory of Cyclades, has been extensively 
studied. There is a long dispute concerning their function, i.e. public (defence-network) or 
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private (belonging to a farmhouse); the above point is decisive as being connected with the 
relevant subject of the population distribution in the countryside, i.e. villages or farmhouses, 
as well as with the dating of these structures. 
I have studied the cases of Sifnos and Kea, islands with an incredibly large number of 
isolated "towers", in comparison with cases like Naxos, Andros or Anaphe, which on the 
contrary have a very limited number of such examples. In the island of Syros only three 
"towers" are known, i.e. Hagios Aimilianos Ano Manna, Ai-Yannis Physontas and Argefto 
Galessas, and the obscure one at the site Skopelos close to Ano Manna. Taking advantage of 
the small number of Syros' "towers", I reexamine this cycladic phenomenon.

to originate from the Mycenaean period. The  myths that take place in the Cyclades belong 
also to this period . Based on archaeological evidence , some of these islands, such as Keos, 
Siphnos, Melos, Thera, Naxos, Paros and Delos, seem to have played a special role  during 
the Late Bronze Age. 

The evidence from the Cyclades and mainland Greece dated to the 2nd millennium BC 
indicates the strong interrelation between myths and reality. The present paper deals with 
this topic.

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The paper’s object is the study and analysis of the venetian castles of Skaros and Ag. 
Nikolaos (Oia) of Santorini, during the middle of 18th century, under the prism of the era’s 
contemporary travellers. 

 In the case of Skaros, an approach of the settlement’s structure and its buildings’ 
shells, is attempted, according to the historical evidence of the travelers belonging to 
monastic orders within 17th-18th c. The other point of reference of this study is an illustration 
of the settlement through the work of Thomas Hope, which allows partially, the 
adumbration of the radiant capital of the island of Santorini, during the 18th c. 

 The castle of Ag. Nikolaos (Oia) is appointed by a representation of the settlement, 
by Vasili Grigorovich-Barsky (1701-1747), an ukranian traveler in the christian East of the 18th 
c. The methodology of the interpretation of Barsky’s represented space is attained through 
the analysis of the illustration into individual research elements, such as a. the investigation 
of the map’s natural forms and the urban structure of the settlement b. the identification of 
the building shells and the land uses, c. the textual references. 

 The information gathered through historical sources, bibliography, old photographs, 
local autopsies and the forementioned illustrations were juxtaposed, so as to draw 
conclusions on the evolution of the above settlements, from the beginning of Santorini’s 
venetian period, until the representations of T. Hope and V.Grigorovich-Barsky.

The efforts to create a European city in nineteenth-century 
Hermoupolis, through archival sources 

Denis Roubien 
With the creation of the Greek state, the authorities attempted to apply to every city of the 
kingdom a regular urban plan. This plan would symbolize the country’s Europeanization and 
contribute to the disappearance of the Ottoman past and to the approach of Greece to 
European countries, which constituted henceforward its models. Within this framework, 
Hermoupolis is considered to be a new city, founded on unbuilt soil, unlike many other cities 
of the new Greek kingdom, founded in coexistence with preexisting settlements of Ottoman 
times. In reality, however, the implementation of the new plan was realized as an attempt to 
rationalize and ‘regularize’ an irregular settlement, created without a plan by the refugees 
from 1822 onwards, at a rate that the state could not follow. Therefore, state intervention 
always came late and endeavoured to put order and impose a European city plan in an 
already preexisting irregular settlement. This paper attempts to illuminate the conditions 
under which the ‘rationalization’ of Hermoupolis city plan was attempted during the first 
decades from its foundation and to identify the similarities with other cases of the Greek 
kingdom at the same time, but also its particularities that are due to its special 
characteristics. The exploration of these conditions is realized through the presentation of 
unpublished sources from the General State Archives. These sources show interesting facts 
about the perceptions and aspirations of the authorities on designing a European city, but 
also about the way the citizens perceived this process. These facts reveal the characteristics 
acquired by this procedure in the case of Hermoupolis, which, due to the particular 
circumstances of its foundation, but also due to its size, constitutes a very interesting 
instance within the totality of Greek cities.

Funerary monuments of Classical period at Xobourgo, Tenos. Some 

preliminary observations. 
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The few days’ excavation by N. Kontoleon in the middle of the 1950s in «ƒardalakos» at 

•obourgo (Tenos) revealed the cemetery of the island’s urban centre. A substantial number 
of built burial monuments at the upper part of the cemetery, clearly separated from the 
simpler graves which came to light lower, are of particular interest. The fragments of two 
stelai and several marble bases provide clear evidence that these burial monuments, which 
were carefully constructed and densely closed, were crowned by grave stelai. Moreover, 
they enabled Kontoleon to reasonably conclude that fragments of stelai located in nearby 
villages came from the same cemetery.   
The reinvestigation of «ƒardalakos» under the direction of Prof. Em. N. Kourou during 2013-
2014 fully confirmed the picture of a cemetery with considerable diversity of grave types 
and with funeral monuments of remarkable quality. Among other finds, new built burial 
constructions came to light, as well as bases of stelai and fragments of funeral monuments 
of different types, including the crowning of a naiskos. In this presentation, the types of the 
marble funeral monuments from the Classical cemetery of Xobourgo on Tenos are briefly 
presented and their importance is assessed, as these monuments may also shed light on 
certain aspects of Tenos during the fifth and forth centuries B.C., for which the currently 
available information is limited.

The neolithic settlement of Ftelia Mykonos and a contribution to the 

review of the Aegean Neolithic 
 

The prehistoric settlement of Ftelia on Mykonos belongs to the most recent neolithic 
excavations in the heart of the Aegean. The site is distinguished for the exceptional 
preservation and rich deposits, supplying important new data for the Neolithic period.  
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 The site is dated between the late 6th and early 5th mil. BC, according to a series of  
absolute dates. The study of the different categories of finds reveals important features of 
the economic and social organization of the local society, technology, contact networks and 
ideology. 

On the basis of these, it is possible to reinvestigate central aspects of the Aegean Neolithic 
such as insularity, isolation and local identity. At the same time, the character of the Cycladic 

Neolithic is redefined within the broader frame of the Aegean.

Karthaia and the tower of agia marina on kea: reaching the end of a long endeavour 
On the island of Kea in the Cyclades two major archaeological projects financed by the 
European Union (ESPA) and executed by the Greek Ministry of Culture, were completed by 
the end of 2015. 
The project for the “conservation and presentation of the ancient city of Karthaia”, on the SE 
coast of the island, has resulted  
in the restoration of the classical Propylon leading to the upper plateau of the acropolis of 
Karthaia, on which the archaic temple of “Athena” and a late classical/early hellenistic 
building known as “building D” are situated,  
in the consolidation of the megalithic wall sustaining the lower plateau of the acropolis, on 
which was built the archaic temple of Apollo, as also 
in the thorough excavation, conservation and presentation of the ancient theatre of the city 
securely dated to the mid 4th c. BC.  
These works combined to the previously (between 2002 and 2008) undertaken restoration 
of the above mentioned temples and the general presentation of the site financed by the 3rd 
community support fund, resulted in the creation of a new and important archaeological 
site, attracting visitors from all over the world. 
The second project consisted in the “consolidation of the ancient tower in Agia Marina”. This 
Hellenistic tower, which has been incorporated in a monastery of the 17th c. AD, has been 
remarkably well preserved until the mid 19th c. Since then significant parts of it collapsed, 
leaving the monument in a dilapidated, shaky state. Special scaffolding has been erected in 
order to prevent further collapses and a full documentation and study of the ancient 
structure has been undertaken. The purpose of the project is to consolidate and partially 
reconstruct the tower, so as to obtain a securely standing monument and a functional 
archaeological site.

Byzantine and post-byzantine Kythnos: written sources and monuments 

The written sources about byzantine and post byzantine Kythnos are scarce, and for 
some periods are literally non-existent. As a result, the scattered archaeological data and the 
monuments of the island constitute precious instruments in any effort undertaken to outline 
the history of the period.Archaeological remains of the Early Christian Period, even though 
few, have been spotted in various parts of the island, where today stand post-byzantine 
churches. The byzantine period is difficult to be traced, since the archaeological remains are 
also few and, at the same time, their dating is uncertain. From the period of the Francs, 
there remains ‘„ria’s ‘Castle.The post byzantine period, from the 17th century onwards, is 
represented by a large amount of monuments, movable and unmovable. Yet, and even 
though in the Ephorate of Antiquities of the Cyclades there is a rich Archive from the 
cataloguing of the churches, icons and ecclesiastical objects of the island, the literature on 
the post-byzantine monuments, exactly as is the case for the byzantine, is almost non-
existent.In the present paper an effort will be made to have the monuments of Kythnos 
presented in chronological order, and through them set light to the history of the island, as 
much as possible.

During the Italian and German occupation of the Cyclades islands, the British were 

coordinating to a significant extent the Allied clandestine missions, as well as all kinds of 
subversive activities and the resistance organisations, following an Allied strategic pattern 
also observed in the greatest part of occupied Greece. Since the coordination was mainly 
done in the field by the Special Operations Executive (SOE), their archives are the principal 
and essential historical source to be studied on the specific subject. The present paper is 
based on the research of these archives. 

The paper will analyse the conditions formed during the Liberation of the Cyclades in 
October 1944, in the context of the insularity that is characteristic of the region. The 
common aspects shaped through the contacts developed among the islands will be studied, 
as also contact with the mainland and the differentiations observed, which were due to local 
conditions, as well as to the isolation brought principally by the Axis’ occupation policy. 

The influence of the Allied clandestine missions will namely be studied, since missions of 
this kind were operating in several islands from the end of 1943 onwards, mostly during 
1944 (Naxos, Iraklia, Sifnos and Kimolos, Andros, Yaros and Syros). The paper will also refer 
to the activity of the commando forces and of the guerrillas against the German forces, 
wherever it was recorded, namely in Naxos and Santorini. The conditions recorded by the 
British upon their arrival in the liberated islands will be also presented, (e.g. in Tinos and 
Amorgos), the everyday life of the inhabitants, the relief operations and other vital problems 
they confronted, as also the first aspects of public authority set up after the withdrawal of 
the occupation authorities.

Strofilas on Andros: The rescue of an extensive insular Neolithic settlement 
(4500 – 3200 B.C.) 
 
The present paper deals with the presentation of particular features in the discovery of the 
extensive, well-preserved fortified Neolithic settlement of Strofilas, Andros (4500 – 3200 
B.C.) - a significant settlement of unique importance for the Aegean prehistory – in a site of 
an a priori completely menacing and disadvantageous immediate environment, and thus 
with the fact that all measures that were initially taken had to evolve into imperative works 
of a more general rescue for the site. 
The impaired immediate environs of the site, where two stone/gravel quarries operated 
until only recently along with the operation of the island’s rubbish dump, framed an 
environment of devastating conditions. The archaeological site’s present environment 
consists of a moonscape left after the quarries, the continuous operation of the rubbish 
dump, alongside the prohibition of entrance to the archaeological site - all these elements 
compose a negative, or even an explosive mixture for the site’s preservation. Such environs 
heavily burden the site from an aesthetic aspect but mainly act as a catastrophic menace, 
accountable even for the existence itself of Europe’s earliest settlement exhibiting proto-
urban features that has been discovered until now. But, in reference to the site’s rescue, 
what actions have been taken until now by the Archaeological Service and the Ministry of 
Culture, by the Municipality, the involved private companies of quarrying activities, the local 
community and the foreign funding institutes? Finally, which is the role of conservation? 
This multi-level menace for Strofilas obliges hereinafter also the conservation sector to 
expand beyond the limits of all necessary field works, which alone do not guarantee a 
solution to the problem on permanent basis, and to drastically deal with the wider frame of 
the monument’s preservation. In the direction of such rescue actions for the site, among 
others, a dynamic further publication of the problem is involved, as well as the formation of 
“allies” within the general public.

Hagiographers from the Cyclades on the island of Amorgos (17th- 20th c.) 
 
Due to its geographical position and the importance of its ports for sailing, Amorgos island 
was an early recipient of the Christian preaching. The remains of many early christian 
basilicas bear witness to this fact. During the 8th and 9th centuries AD one part of the 
population was influenced by the turmoil caused by the iconoclastic controversy and Arab 
invasions. In the Byzantine period the island was raised to the status of a diocese under the 
Bishop of Rhodes and significant monasteries such as those of the Transformation of the 
Salvator, “Photodotis Christ” (the Light Giver), of Saint George ƒalsamitis and of Saint •ohn 
the Theologian were established. During the Komnenian imperial period, in particular, the 
famous Monastery of Panagia Hozeviotissa was established, which, by means of its monastic 
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dependencies(“Metochia” in Greek), would go on to become an important centre of life not 
only for the island of Amorgos but also for the islets around it and the nearby Cyclades, 
Paros, Ios Naxos, Thera etc.. 
The conditions created by the opposition of the Venetian dukes of the Archipelago rulers to 
religious affairs and their attachment,instead, mainly to controlling trade sea routes as well 
as the conclusion of a number of treaties and the ensuing normalization of the relations 
between the Venetians and Constantinople ensured a tolerant environment on the part of 
the conquerors vis-• -vis the Greeks of the Cyclades, who become particularly active in the 
construction of new churches and the decoration both of the newly-constructed and the old 
ones. All these periods have bequeathed us monuments and paintings by significant artists. 
Following the capture of Amorgos by Hayreddin Barbarossa in 1537, the island enters a new 
era with the Monastery of Hozeviotissa as the centre of ecclesiastical life. Amorgos becomes 
a Patriarchal Exarchate from 1599 to 1646, when it becomes subordinate to the newly 
founded Archdiocese of Siphnos, with Athanassios Langadas as the first Archbishop, 
originally from Thera and a monk of the Monastery of Hozeviotissa. 
The present study considers the artistic currents of this last period, from the 17th to the 
20th century, as well as the output of many hagiographers from the Cyclades, who worked 
on the island of Amorgos, side by side with their other colleagues of the same art who came 
from Crete, Patmos, Cyprus, Chios etc. The Cycladian artists, in particular, included many 
important hagiographers from Amorgos, Paros, Siphnos, Thera, Tinos etc. It is a period 
during which, on the one hand, the tolerance on the part of Turkish authorities and, on the 
other hand, increased seismic activity in the course of the 17thc., along with the economic 
conditions prevailing, contributed to the construction of new churches and indeed to their 
decoration. The hagiographers from the Cyclades follow all the artistic trends of the 
different ages and here we describe how these artists are influenced by the Post-Byzantine 
models of ž mainly Cretanž painters down to the time of the movement of the Nazarenes.

Back to the beginning: Naxian stories about the first inhabitants. 
Continuities, inconsistencies and analogies in parallel narratives. 
 
The return to the beginnings, namely the narratives about the first inhabitants of poleis 

or regions, were an extremely popular topic in antiquity, an important part of the written 
and oral tradition of every place and a prominent meeting point of mythos and logos. 
Certainly, the pursuit and finally the discovery of the beginning is neither easy nor incidental. 
The many, diverse and sometimes conflicting narratives about the polis’ founding myths, 
which were shaped and consolidated in retrospect, had an important role in the 
establishment of the collective memory of the community, as they determined and 
essentially embodied its identity, its view of itself and its relationship with other 
communities. Lately, delving into the ancient narratives about the founders and early 
inhabitants of each city has become an attractive field of research, particularly in the effort 
of modern researchers to unravel the tangle between myth and history. 

This oral presentation will focus initially on narratives concerning the first inhabitants of 
Naxos (Thracians, Carians, Ionians): when they were shaped, what purposes they served, to 
whom they were addressed. These narratives will be examined in conjunction with the 
results of the archaeological research on the island of Naxos. Subsequently, possible 
continuities, similarities or differences will be sought with respect to similar narratives from 
neighboring or other regions involved with Naxos. Finally an integrative interpretation of all 
these features will be attempted.

New Evidence for the School of Holy Trinity in Korthi, Andros and its 

Founder Samuel Plasimes or Skazes 
 
In 1813/1814 the monk, preacher and educator Samuel Plasimes or Skazes founded the 
School of Holy Trinity in Korthi, Andros. Skazes’s personality and legacy have attracted the

Boulesmas and Kyrillos Lauriotes.  His stay at Moldovlachia in order to raise funds for the 
School of Holy Trinity in Korthi Andros is also of extreme interest.

The Neolithic Settlement of Strofilas on Andros (4500-3200 B.C.): Traces of 
character and structures. 

 
Taking into consideration the part of Strofilas that has been excavated until now, an 

attempt is here made for a detection of traces that could define the settlement’s character 
and structures. These can be distinguished into two basic categories: 
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A. Direct traces. 
- Large extent, dense urban area, large buildings. 
- Proof of urban planning. Inherent elements attest to a simultaneous construction of the 
great wall, Building Zeta and a strong compound(?), by which it becomes evident that part of 
the settlement was ab initio defined for public buildings (i.e. sanctuary, Building Beta), and 
possibly also the residences of distinguished members of its community. 
- Works of collective character for community use: great wall, sanctuary, open-air space to 
the north, extra-muros. 

B. Indirect traces. 
- Concentration of population. 
- Prosperity of the community (large buildings, objects of high technological standards). 
- Craft specialization: marine craftsmanship, i.e. shipbuilding/seafaring, fishing, trading, 
building technology, as well as rock-art, pottery e.t.c. 
- Works of collective character demand central planning for a number of individual features - 
form, decoration - in combination with land-planning - site, extent, 
construction/configuration by collective involvement-. 
- Extensive rock-art, also the works of collective character, demand both central planning 
demanding central planning (suggesting of their character/function, giving information on 
various sectors -i.e. religion, economy, activities, nature/animal life- and exercising a type of 
community propaganda), as well as execution by specialized craftsmen/artists (use of 
developed, widely-spread code of communication – symbolic, linear, figurative themes-, a 
rich iconographic vocabulary). 
- Building Beta: due to its size, form and its proximity to the sanctuary, it may have served as 
the residence of a leader or/as well as a gathering place for members of the community. 
- Numerous depictions of ships (in rock-art): suggest significant seafaring/fishing/trading 
activities and attest to the settlement’s maritime character. Most probably maritime 
activities constituted its chief source of wealth that made possible the accumulation of 
goods and the exchanges of various kinds and distinguished Strofilas as a powerful 
settlement; such activities demanded community control, which adopted the use of the 
“ship”, as its symbol. 

Overall, the above mentioned traces, within the frames of the Aegean Final Neolithic, 
could be characterized as “early proto-urban” features that pre-suppose a model of a 
hierarchical society. They attest to a maritime character for the settlement of Strofilas, 
suggestive of an emergence of early proto-urban structures.

Sanctuaries and cults in ancient Syros 
 
 Syros is a Cycladic island with great history and tradition. Researchers have mainly 
focused on the Early Cycladic times because of the significant findings from the settlements 
of Chalandriani and Kastri, but also on Modern times because of the naval and industrial 
wealth of Ermoupolis. In contrast, only a small number of studies examine the Classical and 
the Hellenistic period of the island, mainly because Syros -although a member of the First 
and Second Athenian League and later of the League of Islanders (Nesiote League)- played a 
secondary role in the Aegean region. In these studies only brief references are made to the 
sanctuaries of Syros, since there are few excavated monuments associated with cults. 
 This study aims to investigate the religious practices which were held in Syros in 
antiquity. All information will be derived from older and recent archaeological data as well 
as literary and epigraphic evidence. Parallel study of these elements will result in important 
conclusions regarding sanctuaries and cults in ancient Syros.

Refugees in the 18th c.from the Cyclades on the Ionian Islands 
The final war between Venice and the Ottomans, during which the Venetians lost  their 

last insular possessions in the Aegean, brought much suffering to the Cyclades and forced 
their inhabitants to flee as refugees. 

The paper employs testimony provided by notarial registers to examine the presence of 
Cycladic refugees on Corfu during the 18th century.  Both scholarly monks and ordinary 
persons settled on Corfu, where they pursued various professions and created relations with 
the local inhabitants.  The memory of their own islands, however, and the relatives whom 
they left never faded.  In their wills, they named as beneficiaries relatives on Paros, 
Mykonos, Kea and Kimolos and the churches and monasteries of their islands.   

After their death, religious books and books concerning classical scholarship, possessed 
by these settlers from the Cyclades, together with icons and other treasures were returned 
from Corfu to the Ekatontapiliani Church on Paros, to the monastery of Agia Marina on Kea, 
to the monastery of Prophet Elias on Thermia.

Born in the Cyclades (Tinos), Nikolaos Gyzis (1842-1901) has been generally considered 

the leading Greek painter of the 19th century. Researchers and critics continue until now to 
deal with Gyzis, as he has successfully gone beyond his brilliant academic education and 
design skill, creating, especially towards the end of his relatively short life, a personal 
painting form. As Manos Stefanidis remarks, “he turned from the academic genre painting 
and the German-style classicism towards the symbolism and the allegory, obeying his 
internal mood”. 

A series of painting compositions that critics include to the general category of “genre 
painting” must be attributed to this internal mood of Gyzis. These paintings reveal his 
“deeper Greek origin” (Marinos Kalligas) that render him a “real nobleman” (M. Stefanidis), 
a “national painter” (G. Kairofyllas), a “Solomos of the palette” (D. Kampouroglou). 

Among these paintings, we will deal with those that record scenes of the ordinary life 
during the Ottoman rule. It will be attempted to detect the relation between the illustrated 
people and the historic reality of this period, namely in what degree and where can be 
observed historical references. Otherwise, it will be attempted to observe the sources of this 
great painter`s inspiration and information. The Ottoman rule in Tinos lasted a relatively 
short time, somewhat more than a century, however the subjects of these paintings are 
drawn with excellent liveliness and persuasiveness, even in the case that someone could 
wonder, like Marinos Kalligas, if  the illustrated subjects “were really happening”. My 
presentation aims to give an answer to this question.

An excavation conducted during 2009 – 2015, has put into light four subterranean galleries, 
cut into the natural rock (tuffa), on the site called “Koufi” at the North - Eastern side of the 
Cycladic  island of Melos. In these galleries, among the rich clay finds, there were gathered a 
lot of stamped pithoi and basins with relief decoration: Chariot scenes, Centauromachy, 
floral motives etc. These large pithoi come from a Melian workshop which was active during 
the 7th – 6th cent. B. C. Such workshops were active in other Cycladic islands too, for 
instance in Tinos and Naxos. There were also some sherds, coming from black glazed painted 
pottery. Then, we can assume that these subterranean galleries could be a place of pottery 
workshops.

In Greece the art of wall paintings has kept  in step with the revolution of neo classics 
architecture which has prevailed from the time of liberation up until the beginning of our 
century.More monumental in public buildings,but not at all absent from homes, simple in 
the less humble ones  and yet rich and well worked in big mansions. 
It's worth mentioning, what was written in 1872, about the decorations of Athenian homes 
by Carlos Takerman, who at that time was, The Ambassador in America, for Greece. 
"Every ceiling of hers, from the restaurant up to her chambers are embellished in different 
paintings, thus the room happens to be so vividly painted that one could easily believe or 
think that the carpet was placed, by mistake, on the ceiling instead of the floor." 
The same words perhaps or a little more emphasis, hold the truth for  Ermoupoli. 
It is the only city in Greece, where many and well worked wall paintings are preserved. 
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The names of the artists and muralists who worked in Syros  are well known. 
The only ones that are redeemed are by the Italian artist, Guiseppe Tammi, which are all 
chronologically placed. 
It is also known that in Ermoupoli,many Italian artists who had worked there for many 
years,had taken shelter on the island after the failure of the Italian revolution in 1848. 
The wall paintings in Syros present an interest as unique themes and also as a synthesis 
In general. We will present to you,in chronological order, the houses with the most 
interesting wall paintings and which simultaneously will give you the cycle to our theme.

Some of these tesserae representing important or particularly interesting finds, which 
came to light in the course of a long period of professional involvement with islands such as 
Naxos or Tenos but have not become generally known. These are presented selectively and 
synoptically, as a contribution of new elements to the composition of a broader picture of 
Cycladic civilisation from prehistoric times to late antiquity.

wensus'data'of'the'wyclades'in'¢apodistrian’s'period 
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The census of 1828-1829 was the first one of the newly-established Greek state and was 
held by the government of J. Kapodistrias. The data of this census were never published by 
the state and in particular there are incomplete and scattered information and relevant 
references. It is known that the first census, published by the competent statistical service, is 
the one of 1861, while the published censuses of several sectors of the Greek economy are 
much more recent. Especially in the Cyclades, the statistical information of the 
Kapodistrian’s period which have been found and published so far (demography-census) are 
few, concerning the plethora of the data and the number of the islands which are 
concerned.  

A systematic and close research in the Kapodistrian’s archives and files which have not been 
studied or have not been examined for this purpose or for more than one islands reveals 
census data for the first time that can outline the demographic, economic and social 
physiognomy of the Cycladic societies during the Kapodistrian’s period.

Unknown, private and ecclesiastic scripts of the Bishop of Paronaxia 

Ioasaf(1688-1695) 
 
We have not much information available referring to the personality or the work of 

the Bishop of Paronaxia Ioasaf (1688- 1695). He was found accused, before 
the Patriarchate, of his Latin-friendly ideology and activity. Among several documents, 
recently acquired, together with the residue of the Professor of the Thessaloniki 
University, late Anthony Sigalas, which there are now in the archives of the Catholic 
Bishopric of Tinos, there are three more documents, the content of which illuminates 
further more the personality and work of the Bishop of Paronaxia Ioasaf.Having busied 
myself, in the near past, with his death, which took place in the dominated by the Venetians 
Tinos, I am now adding the later elements, which have accrued from these non-edited 
documents and which enlighten more clearly Ioasaf's pastorate.

Outlining D. Maridakes, a multifaceted artist from Syros 
 
D. Maridakes, is included in Greek (Glove) Puppet Theatre («Šasoules»)’s pioneers. At the 

dawn of his career he was an actor and for many years an illusionist, as well. He was 
artistically active during the last quarter of 19 th and first years of 20 th century. He is 
considered to be successor of the first Greek puppeteer (Andreas Pogkes from Zakynthos) 
and master of the most well known, Chrestos Konitisiotes. Despite this acknowledgement 
though, no specific elements on his biography or author’s work have come to light, so far. By 
this essay we aim -based on archival research- at providing answers to puzzling issues of 
research, such as his origin place, his birth place and date, the name (Demetios, Demos, 
Demosthenes £) of the artist, hidden under the initiative letter «D.», his civil status, etch.

Early Cycladic figurines: From anonymity to recognition 

 
In the 1960s the interest of researchers for periods before classical antiquity rise sharply, as 
the prehistoric remains become increasingly attractive. The Early Cycladic figurines with 
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their simplified forms, the partial accentuation of details (elongated cylindrical necks, 
upright heads, marked noses) have become widely known and recognized as works of art, 
principally thanks to the modern sculptors of the 1920s and 1930s. 
The particular preoccupation and gradual familiarity of the researchers with the figurines 
become evident after the Second World War. Their interest now turns to typology. This 
formalistic method of classification and evaluation of the figurines dominates the second 
half of twentieth century. 
The two categories, the schematic and the naturalistic, are divided into many minor 
subcategories and they multiply incessantly, including subtypes and variations of the basic 
types. 
The distinction of the types is realized mainly through morphological differences. Most of 
the researchers, on the basis of stylistic distinctions, identify the “sculptors”, workshops and 
island schools. At the same time, they classify the pre-canonical, canonical and post-
canonical figurines into periods, such as the archaic, the transitory, the classical or the late 
classical. The idea of evolution often leads to the singling out of a specific figurine or to the 
promotion of certain figurines instead of others.
